Miksa: or direct link is: http://www.albrecht-hollstein.de/Bridge/Lessons/Defense%20against%20NT/Summary%20(defence%20against%20NT).htm

gillyfleur: i cant see prepare have shortcut it

xx1943: Defense is the most difficult part of our game.

xx1943: You need all the technique, which declarer uses, BUT you must do it in cooperation with your pd.

xx1943: You have some hints to find the perfect defense:

xx1943: 1) Bidding

xx1943: 2) Declarers line of play

xx1943: What is he up to?

xx1943: Can you destroy his plan?

xx1943: 3) Information about partners hands

xx1943: Partner can signal 

xx1943: a) Attitude

xx1943: b) count

xx1943: c) suit-preference

xx1943: You and your partner must know exactly which meaning a special card in a special situation has.

xx1943: This is a matter of agreement just as the agreement on  a bidding-system

xx1943: I'll teach you 

xx1943: 1) Standard carding (Many experts will tell you UDCA has advantages...............

xx1943: but I myself played standard for about 45 years. I cannot change my old little grey cells.

xx1943: 2) 4th best leads

hope: Hast angefangen befor Geburt :)

xx1943: 3) coded 9s and 10s lead

->hope: hehe

xx1943: 4) o/e discards

xx1943: BUT most important:

xx1943: You cannot have the cake and eat it too.

xx1943: A common situation: LHO leads !SA and his partner contributes the 2.

xx1943: The defense goes into a desaster in in the postmortem RHO complaints, that he gave so nice suit-preference for !C with his !S2 and partner never played !C

xx1943: grrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrr

xx1943: The 2 can be 

xx1943: 1) Attitude

xx1943: 2) Count

xx1943: 3) SPS

hope: was ist SPS?

gillyfleur: sps?

xx1943: BUT it can't carry 2 meanings at once

xx1943: SuitPreferenceSignal = SPS

hope: tks

xx1943: so in every situation you must know, what is the meaning of partners signal.

nome: hi lesson in BIL

xx1943: And we are going here today to learn, how third hand can give the opening leader the COUNT of the suit led.

xx1943: Take the common situation WEST leads from his long suit (4th best) and EAST wins the trick with an honor.

kyno40: can i ask a question pl. ?

xx1943: btw. EAST should always try to win the first trick and in many cases return partners suit

xx1943: all questions at once and in public please

xx1943: Klaus?

kyno40: what would be the rest of you !s holding to lead the !s Ace pl.

xx1943: A lead shows a very strong holding

kyno40: ok ty

xx1943: AKJTxxxx at least never AKxxx

xx1943: partner is obliged to throw an honor, if he has  and if he has none give count.

xx1943: We'll have a complete lesson aconcerning what to lead

jacquiek: I have a question....how does one know if the signal is count, attitude, or SPS?

xx1943: today the situation is: 4th best lead from a 5-card suit and third hand takes the first trick and returns the suit.

xx1943: Now with this return EAST tells his partner with how many cards in the suit he started.

xx1943: The rule is very easy:

xx1943: 1) With original 3 cards (With 2 left now), lead the higher

xx1943: K83 returns the 8

xx1943: Q32 return the 3

drgarie2xx: what is title today lesson in <bridge with Al>? 

xx1943: 3 maybe difficult to read for partner, but he must pay attention to the pips 

->drgarie2xx: lesson 26

drgarie2xx: thank

xx1943: you'll find the movie later here on number 26

xx1943: http://www.albrecht-hollstein.de/Bridge/Lessons/lesson.htm

xx1943: K97 returns the 9

xx1943: 2) If you hold originally 4 or more (rarely) cards in the opened suit, you lead the origianl 4th

xx1943: K765 leads the 5

xx1943: K972 leads the 2 

xx1943: QJ532 

xx1943: to the first trick which card do you play when pd leads the 4 and dummy has singleton6?

xx1943: QJ532

xx1943: which card do you play?

nome: no I sent him an email sometime ago and never heard from him

super01: j

kyno40: j

xx1943: correct the j

xx1943: This is another rule

xx1943: THIRD hand plays high, but the LOWEST from touching honors.

xx1943: QJ532; 4 led; dummy singleton 6;

xx1943: your J wins the first trick

xx1943: What do you know about declarers holding?

jacquiek: has only 3

xx1943: 1) Declarer has 3 cards, because partner has 4 (cannot have 5), because the 4 is the lowest)

bwd1: he hold the A

xx1943: 2) Rule of 11 tells you, that declarers 3 cards are higher then the 4

xx1943: 11-4=7 you are seeing 4 cards higher than the 4, so declarer has the rest(3)

xx1943: 3) declarer has Axx AKx but probably not Kxx

xx1943: because with Kxx it would be very dangerous to hold up

xx1943: QJ532; 4 led; dummy singleton 6;

xx1943: your J wins the first trick, what is your return?

jacquiek: p must have the k or a....other wise he would have the sequence  10,9,8,,,,in which case he would have led the 10

xx1943: correct

bwd1: 3

xx1943: very good comment about the 1098 sequence

jacquiek: thanks

super01: lead 3 4th highest

xx1943: you can draw inferences not only when partner does something but when he does NOT another thing

xx1943: correct you play the 3

xx1943: now let us start the first hand

xx1943: declarer in 3NT always will be South

jacquiek: pls tell us why we play the 3?

jacquiek: again?

xx1943: so WEST is the oening leader and EAST the THIRD HAND

xx1943: I suggest you focus your kibbing on EAST or WEST

xx1943: RULE:

xx1943: ok we need an opening leader on WEST

xx1943: now we are searching declarer

xx1943: you'd better pass george

xx1943: hmhh

xx1943: must be sleeping

xx1943: cannot be thinking

hope: er ist 94 Jahre - nicht schnell :)

jacquiek: no

xx1943: no no no not with 9 HCP and imperfect distribution

xx1943: correct lead

jacquiek: which hand are we supposed to be kibbing?  East?

xx1943: you can kib EAST or WEST

jacquiek->Kibitzers: george was listenting

xx1943: which hearts you are missing Kia?

nome: no cluepls but J

mcpomlady: lol

nome: J

xx1943: now if you decided to take the A, you must follow with the J hoping partner has 10x left und will unblock the 10

nome: i am trying to scroll up and cannot find it

kyno40: you can look lasst trick  10 and6

nome: no unblock then

xx1943: ok who has the 10?

kyno40: dec

nome: S

jacquiek: south

drgarie2xx: s

xx1943: declarer started with Q1096

xx1943: you must pay attention to the pips

xx1943: first trick was: 4 - 5 - K - 9

nome: pls help i cannot find the instruction

xx1943: now 8 - Q 

xx1943: you hold AJ73

xx1943: which are missing?

xx1943: 10 6 and 2

kyno40: 10 6

nome: 10 and 2

xx1943: the 8 tells you that partner started with K82 or K86 

nome: 9-2

xx1943: with K108 he has returned the 10 with K108x he had returned x

xx1943: so don't let you fool by declarers false-cards

xx1943: trust partner

nome: if i don't take the trick now would I ever get a chance to get my ace of !H?

xx1943: and if his siganls are correct, you must execute the blanko-Coup and duck this trick

jacquiek: blanko-coup?

xx1943: now your transpaortation to partner is intact

xx1943: you must hope, decalrer has not 9 tricks before he must let pd in.

xx1943: correct the 3 is a count-signal and shows even count

xx1943: correct 

xx1943: normally you think about holding up, but here you know partner started with 5 hearts, you have no time to lose

nome: what assures me that P can ever get the lead again except when the Dec is nor playing correctly

xx1943: count the HCPs

xx1943: dummy has 12

nome: i gave him 9

xx1943: declarer showed 12+

xx1943: you yourself had 5 summs up to 29+

nome: ty

xx1943: so there is room for pd to have a minor A or the K of !S

nome: it is one thinking tier after another one:):)

xx1943: as I told you: defense is the most difficult part of the game

drgarie2xx: tks all got to go now

xx1943: ok #2

xx1943: bye George

xx1943: please come in someone

xx1943: here 1!H by WEST would be tolerable as tactical bid white/red

nome: i have the same hand

xx1943: 2!D from N would not be forcing

xx1943: WESTs hand and dummy are identical with #1

xx1943: correct Kia you learned your lesson but

xx1943: Klaus you had 4 cards originally

kyno40: yes

xx1943: returning the 8 you tell partner: I started with 3 hearts only

xx1943: BUT you started with 4

xx1943: which card to return?

xx1943: correct the 2, the original lowest

nome: now i know u have the Q

xx1943: you know EAST has 4 or 2 hearts originally

xx1943: but 2 is impossible from the bidding. declarer had to have 5 and denied having 4 answering to CBS

nome: so S has most likely 3

xx1943: he has 3 100%

xx1943: and his Q MUst come down now

xx1943: you see the difference?

kyno40->Club: yes

xx1943: WEST and Norths hands were identical

xx1943: the difference was the 8 or the 2 from partner.

xx1943: the 8 tells you: declarer has 4 cards orig. you must hold up and hope pd has an entry.

nome: this only really works if both P are in agreement and do the eactly as they should but with pickup P u get anything on face og earth

peterb370c: good play by Klaus unblocking the !H8 last trick

xx1943: the 2 tells: you can cash out and you should do it

xx1943: no thinking about partners more tricks. If he has another: just better

xx1943: ok #3

xx1943: if someone else wants to play ask Kai or Klaus in private to leave their chair

nome: they rather see me on hot seat than themselves :)

Miksa: well, third seat is hotter today :)

xx1943: hmhh

xx1943: EAST gives the information and EAST has to read them and make the correct decisions

xx1943: did you pay attention to the pips?

nome: s must have 4 H

nome: I hope i am right

xx1943: is the 6 a high or a low card?

nome: is low

xx1943: tell me the pips from trick 1

xx1943: you know you'll have this problem a few seconds later

xx1943: so look at the first trick and remember the pips

xx1943: 2-5-K-3 are out

xx1943: you are looking at the 4 

super01: should i sit or give kia time

xx1943: therefore you can say 100%, that the 6 is the lowest and partner started with 4 or 2 but not with 3

->super01: sure

xx1943: declarer could have started with 3 or 5

xx1943: to start with 5 the NT MUST be aleerted (may include a 5.card-major)

xx1943: self alert in BBO

xx1943: partner's alert ftf

xx1943: clap clap clap John

nome: sorry lost connection

->nome: ok

xx1943: hand 3 was a repetion of #2

nome: i lost my connection sorry

xx1943: now in #4 and #5 we learn what EAST can do, if he cannot win the first trick

xx1943: Rule:

xx1943: If dummy wins the first trick with a middle honor and third hand cannot take the trick, third hand gives the normal count:

xx1943: even = high-low

xx1943: odd = lowest

xx1943: ok

xx1943: sry#

xx1943: correct

xx1943: this 3 is a COUNT-signal

xx1943: dummy wins the trick with a middle honor, you cannot take the trick ==> give count

xx1943: low from even count

Miksa: low from odd count (1-3-5)

xx1943: another count signal showing even count in !C

xx1943: sry#

xx1943: I mixed up odd and even

xx1943: LOW shows ODD count 1 3 5

xx1943: and HIGH_LOW shows EVEN count 2 4 (6)

xx1943: ty Mihailo

xx1943: calp clap clap

xx1943: knowing partners count it is no mystery to bang down the A and catch the K

super01: anybody else want a go ?

wagga_crow: Is it for anyone here?

Miksa: Now I fully understand why almost everyone in my local club prefer count signal (and couldn't explain me why)

xx1943: If Klaus had contributed a high !H, you had known the hearts are 5323 and must hope, that partner has an entry to lead through declarer remaining Kx

xx1943: ok #5

wagga_crow: I don't mind playing if no one else wants to

xx1943: here East plays an honor to trick 1 (cannot give count), and declarer wins the trick, so that EAST cannot give count with his return.

xx1943: NOW the RULe is:

wagga_crow: Hello all.  Now see how not to do it :(

xx1943: If 3. hand has the opportunity to a free discard, he throws the SAME CARD, whcih he ha RETURNED, if he had taken the 1. trick!!!

xx1943: DISCARD the same card you HAD returned.

xx1943: now let us see how this works

xx1943: remember the pips

xx1943: which cards are missing in the closed hands?

xx1943: J543

xx1943: as an exercise make this remeber the pips in ervery hand

xx1943: correct kalsus show even count

xx1943: Klaus 

xx1943: sry

xx1943: many experts will you only to give count, if you think partner need s the information. 

xx1943: But if you are learning it is good to get used automatically to the correct signals.

nome: what made it a count and not a sps

xx1943: That is the reason, why I myself dislike to chnage to UDCA

xx1943: the agreement makes it a count, that in this situation

xx1943: 3NT 4th lead you give count

xx1943: partner isn'T interested to hear from you which suit to lead

nome: no i meant the 9!D?

xx1943: He is interested to know, if he can continue his suit or wait that you lead it for him.

kyno40: yes i know

xx1943: the 9 is NEVER NEVER  SPS

nome: ty

wagga_crow: sps?

xx1943: If opponents play a suit always the signals meaning is COUNT

kyno40: sorry parner sorry?

wagga_crow: Thanks al

xx1943: if youz got 3 and show with first (lowest) card odd count, then you can give SPS plaing the highest or next to in the 2. round

xx1943: now this was the crucial moment

xx1943: Klaus tells: I had returned the 3, if I had won the 1. trick

xx1943: clap clap clap

bwd1: Al could that have not been from Q3?

xx1943: You must know for sure, that Klaus had 4

xx1943: with only 2 hearts, he would not discard the suit at all

bwd1: thx

super01: great iv neverheard that rule before :)

xx1943: calp clap clap Klaus and deirdre

wagga_crow: Anyone else care for a game?

bwd1: me neither :)

kyno40: you want me to leave ?

xx1943: last hand

->kyno40: no, if nobody asks you stay

kyno40: thank you

xx1943: don't even think of intervening 

xx1943: minimum for CApp is 11 HCP

wagga_crow: I usually would intervene with 5 in majors and 4 in minors :)

xx1943: I know in BBO the limits are lower, but against good competition you'll lose horrendly

xx1943: bidding hands like this one

xx1943: no reason not to lead from your 5-card major

xx1943: esp. with an outside A

xx1943: no no no

xx1943: the Q denies the J

xx1943: play the LOWEST from touching honors always

xx1943: if you played the Q, partner will give declarer the J for sure

kyno40: i miscl

->kyno40: LOL

kino: have to go Al. many thanks/ ecellent lesson. I understand std carding better now.

->kino: cool

kino: the light bulb has light :)

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: ok

isabable: great lesson Al

nome: ty for a thought provoking lesson

sascha3: thx was great lesson:)

nome: as usual

kyno40: what do you lead from kq109 holding pl.

xx1943: when the J was taken with the A, it was 99% clear that the Q is with East, esxcept declarer made an exceptionell false card taking A when he could win with the Q

wagga_crow: K

xx1943: KQ109 leads the K automatically

kyno40: we where told to lead q

xx1943: so deidre could play low to partners Q and declarer 108 were hooked

super01: 9

xx1943: there are many lead conventions

kyno40: and if p. has j he must discard j

xx1943: all have theirs flaws all have their advantages.

xx1943: ONLY point is: YOU and your partner must KNOW, what you play.

kyno40: very true

->kyno40: I don't like this convention, but I know that many guys play it.

xx1943: It is the same as in bidding

kyno40: ok fine with me 

hope: Dank Dir vielmals = !H!H!H!H

xx1943: this convention works with this hand and another convention wit another.

xx1943: You cannot have it all

xx1943: MOST IMPORTANT: 

xx1943: You and your partner must have exact agreement

xx1943: that is why I suggest you to form regular pd-ships

xx1943: ok I'll upload the movie to my site now

kyno40: ty

xx1943: Mihailo tell us, if it works

peterb370c: thank you, Al     clap clap clap   and thanks to our brave players, too
