xx1943: Today's special topic is 3. HAND applies the rule of 11

xx1943: All questions in public please.

xx1943: I suggest, that you set your kibitz setting so, that you kib EAST (3. hand) only!!!

xx1943: Everyone knows, how to do that??

xx1943: setting ready?

xx1943: the I need 2 keen defenders

hope: y

xx1943: then

xx1943: 2 volunteers pls

kino: hi nada

xx1943: hi Nada, hi Ann

hope: Hi all:)

kino: hi al

Philuser2: could you explain about the setting i am nex

xx1943: to focus East only in the kib setting:

xx1943: click on the yellow gear in the bottom line

xx1943: click on the tab "At the table"

xx1943: In the box in the lower right side "When kibitzing" click "kibitz East"

xx1943: got it?

xx1943: your lead Nada

xx1943: correct 4th best

xx1943: correct

xx1943: comments?

pamvi: shud have taken ace of hts and re-lead sp

kino: i shd have win w !a!H

hope: we never got a trick :)

kino: and returen !S

xx1943: guess now you can see all 4 hands?

hope: yes

xx1943: yes Ann, but why?

pamvi: no 7 sp was 4th best. 

xx1943: Now everyone sees it.

xx1943: But could you have known at the critical moment?

kino: no

pamvi: sure. that is elementary i believe

hope: only one higher in decl hand

xx1943: Ok let us see:

Crochet->Club: with rule of 11 K !S was the only high card out - once that had gone all the rest of the !S good

xx1943: right Nada

xx1943: 11-7=4

xx1943: Ye hold 3 of the higher cards Q108 dummy has none

xx1943: so declarer has only 1 higher card, which he played at trick1.

xx1943: so you know for sure Nada started with AJ97(x)

xx1943: You don't know about the 5th !S but you can hope for 

nome: just strted

kino: k

xx1943: let us do another counting:

nome: may ask ?

xx1943: HCP

xx1943: please Kia

nome: u plyed !H once nd she was seconds seat how could she knew to take it with ce?

hope: brb

nome: ce

xx1943: That is exactly, why I showed you this hand

hope: b

nome: so if we hve the opportunity we do not have to play low on second hnd

xx1943: normally it is right to play low with A76, if declarer leads the 10 from dummy and it seems he intens a finesse.

xx1943: mostly we play low on second hand,

xx1943: but not always

xx1943: here East should have made his deliberations just after the lead

pamvi: some times the theory overtakes the practical.

xx1943: 1) Rule of 11 tells, Partner has 3 or 4 !S tricks to take

xx1943: 2) HCPs

xx1943: dummy 12 + you 6 = 18

xx1943: what about declarer? 

bwd1: 15/16

xx1943: what is he showing with 3NT?

xx1943: no 

hope: balanced 

xx1943: I play it 13-15 lol

hope: opening hand

xx1943: 4333

xx1943: 18+15=33 18+13=31 Nada has 7-9 HCP 

super01: south does not have 4 spades

super01: so p has 5

xx1943: that is another point.

xx1943: hi John

super01: good morning :)

nome: are we sure tht W hs 5 !S?

xx1943: But it may be possible, that declarer held K654, K54, Q932, AQ3

xx1943: no we are not sure

xx1943: we have some hints

xx1943: 1) declarer did not bid 1!S

super01: but with4 would he not bid 1 !S

xx1943: most players would bid 1!S with 4

xx1943: but this declarer did not

xx1943: so as he had 16 HCP instead of annonced 13-15

xx1943: it is not 100% clearcut to take the !HA at once, but the probability

hope: do we get up?

->hope: no stay

hope: k

xx1943: 3) count declarers tricks

xx1943: 1!S 4!D for sure (except Nada holds QJx)

xx1943: and 3!C for sure

xx1943: so it is probable, that he needs only 1!H

xx1943: You'll not always take the right decision

xx1943: BUT you take the time BEFORE you play your first card to count at least 3 things:

xx1943: 1) distribution of the suit led

xx1943: 2) HCps

xx1943: 3) Declarers tricks

xx1943: the make your plan.

xx1943: So you'll prepared to play smoothly

xx1943: ok let us try #2

xx1943: 1) How are the !ss distributed?

xx1943: 11-5=6

nome: w5 s3

pamvi: probably 5 with W

kino: cld be 4234  or 5234

xx1943: can declarer have 4?

pamvi: 5233

kino: no

bwd1: should not

kino: he didnot bid 1!S

pamvi: 1ht - 1nt. implies atleast 2 sp.stoppers

xx1943: almost nobody bids 1Nt with a !S 4-ctarder in this situation

xx1943: what about HCP?

xx1943: dummy 12

hope: 12+

xx1943: you 8 makes 20

nome: s=14

xx1943: declarer raise a balanced minimum to game 

xx1943: so he'll hold 12+HCP

super01: 12-14

xx1943: That leaves for Nada 6-8 HCP

hope: I am always the poorest :(

xx1943: Now Nada has a great problem:

xx1943: Who has the Q of !S

hope: decl

kino: oh i shd play Q?

kino: thought lowest of touching honors

xx1943: yes you are right

xx1943: but you know that have touching honors

bwd1: shd discard !SQ to let pard know where it is?

xx1943: th J maybe from QJx but maybe from Jx(x) too

kino: if I played q..cld be dbleton?

nome: yes

super01: rule 5

xx1943: The Q denies the J definitely

pamvi: if thats the case s has 4 sp. how is that possible.?

xx1943: and Nada if you look at the pips :

xx1943: You have left A108

xx1943: now you should play the A just in case Ann has QJ doubleton

xx1943: but you cannot know, that she has the Q

xx1943: Is it  apure guess?

xx1943: NOPE

xx1943: You know, partner has high !Ss

xx1943: BUT pd does not know for sure, that his !Ss are high

bwd1: drop Q

xx1943: !H 10 is good idea as SPS for !S

xx1943: BUT Bernie had a better idea

xx1943: now it is clearcut 

xx1943: clap clap clap

hope: now I know what to do :)

kino: yes  ty bernie

nome: u relly hve to hve  good Prtner and trust that Prtner!H!H

xx1943: if someone else wnats to defend, please ask Nada or Ann in private to free their seats

xx1943: right Kia

kino: ty al

kino: ty nada

xx1943: and you must have seen such things work

xx1943: AND you must do your planiing BEFORE the 1, trick

kino: no one wants the hot seat

nome: next hand I like to try the HOT set

xx1943: misclick

hope: why always me on lead :(

xx1943: because South is declarer always

nome: u re the ntural leder!H

xx1943: good lead Nada

hope: Tks

xx1943: least of evils

kino: s has 4!H

xx1943: yep

nome: 6-9 points?

xx1943: yep

kino: has about 6-9

kino: p has lots of points?

hope: has Ace of !D 4 HCP

nome: 3!D and 3!S?

kino: i return 4th best?

xx1943: this is an exception from the rule 4

xx1943: you must not lead 4th best back as the rule tells you to do, but

xx1943: Nada led !H7

xx1943: you see K and J

xx1943: so whcih cards are ,issing? 

kino: q 10 8

xx1943: A Q 10 8 6 3

kino: i duck

xx1943: no

xx1943: not duck

hope: play 9

kino: oh?

xx1943: declarer has A653 Q653 or 10653

xx1943: in the 1. and 3. case it doesn'T matter, what you return

xx1943: but in the most probable 2.

xx1943: which card is necessary to trap the Q?

xx1943: let try once more

kino: ty all...I feel hot

xx1943: yes it would

xx1943: but that doesn't matter 

hope->Club: Tks Ann Al !H!H!H

nome: ty

xx1943: West will look at the cards and they are all high

xx1943: now need to know how many cards pd has.

kyno40: Hi Al

xx1943: That is what bridge makes such a fascinating game

xx1943: to know when to apply the rules and whne not.

nome: no one told me that bridge is so fun:)

xx1943: There is no rukle without exception, therefore never play automatically

xx1943: make your plan before the to decide comes.

xx1943: Hi John

xx1943: Hi Pam

pamvi: name is amit

pamvi: hi al

xx1943: hi amit

xx1943: clap clap clap

bennyzl: after 10 harts you can make 3nt 

xx1943: sry I was asleep

bwd1: didn't S have 9 without !D finesse?

xx1943: I had 3!S 2!H 3!C and !DA = 9 tricks

bennyzl: rule of 11 says duck first hart then no chance of making

xx1943: very sry 

xx1943: I mixed this one up

xx1943: after the defense I had 9 tricks

xx1943: everyone sees that?

xx1943: now let us see, how they can defend the contract for sure

alfman: yes I do

oilysome: !h J

bwd1: perhaps not put up 10 play low?

xx1943: try it

xx1943: 11-6=5

xx1943: declarer has 1 crad higher than the 6

xx1943: no now he has the same tricks as b4

xx1943: 9 tricks

super01: try again using Berny's idea?

xx1943: if East plays A or 10, declarer has 3!S+2!H+1!D+3!C trick makes 9

xx1943: and declarer must waste his K on the 6 :(

xx1943: now the hearts are blocked, but you must hope, pd has another trick in !S or !D b4 he gets 9 hinmself

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: I confess, I'm not sure, if would find this at the table

xx1943: we all are humans :)

super01: anybody want this seat?

nome->Kibitzers: do u think that 1!H bid by E caused problem?

super01->Kibitzers: Q or 4 ?

xx1943: why the 10?

xx1943: you gave up a trick

xx1943: but anyway well done

pamvi: y

xx1943: BUT

xx1943: I don't like this 1!H overcall on 8xxxx

pamvi: how do i show 5 cards

xx1943: such an overcall causes problems most of the time

pamvi: what do u suggest

xx1943: here it did work coze !Hs were 4252

bwd1: Al having said that what is John's best lead of !H suit with qjxx?

xx1943: if you had honors in hearts this would be a fine overcall, but so I dislike

bennyzl: i would lead a spade

xx1943: 9 tricks

xx1943: amit

xx1943: why not return pds suit?

pamvi: y that is why i bid hts. earlier on al

lesleywall (Lobby): is there a game for a novice on now thanks

xx1943: and better take in trick 1 the 10

->lesleywall: don't know

pamvi: ok

pamvi: anyone wants my seat is most welcome!

nome: AG it is time to give the seat  back:):)

bennyzl: why the 10?

xx1943: 11-6=5

bennyzl: rule of 11 shows 1 higher card 

xx1943: you see 4 of them

bennyzl: must have k or ace

xx1943: declarer has 1 card higher than the 6

bennyzl: but whats wrong with 4?

xx1943: 10 is automatic sitting with Q10 behind the J

bennyzl: ok

super01: s may have 9

xx1943: y

bennyzl: if 9 no king

xx1943: what tells us the !C6?

bennyzl: only 1 higher card

bennyzl: must have k or ace

xx1943: no the !C6

xx1943: how many !Cs West has

bwd1: has 3

xx1943: sure

xx1943: so how many !C tricks for declarer ?

xx1943: 5

xx1943: +1 !S = 6

xx1943: tkae at once and cash the !S else it is too late

xx1943: ok last one

xx1943: 2 players please

hope: see you in one hour from now for lesson ???

nome: hi P

->hope: no

super01: would you take ak diamonds before the spades?

->hope: 4:30 pm my time

kyno40: hi

->hope: in 7 hours lol

xx1943: this is a soecial vconvention I like to play

xx1943: 3!S shows: 

hope:  than we miscalculated Ann and me - 7 hrs from now is  after midnight -  for us

nome: now that is my turn you become social:)

->hope: oh, wait we'll discuss here the time now

->hope: tell all to wait

xx1943: 3!S shows

hope: k

xx1943: 1) game going

nome: interest in slam

xx1943: 2) exactly 1345 or 1354 distribution

xx1943: declarer can now decide what to do and with AJ9 he tries 3NT

nome: so dec does not have 3!S?

xx1943: declarer may have 2 3 4 or even 5 !S

nome: What would I do with lead?

xx1943: he decides to play 3NT instead of 5 minor

xx1943: lead a !S

xx1943: it makes no sense to finesse, with singleton in dummy

xx1943: Kia, how many !S East has?

xx1943: he returned the 8

nome: 2

nome: sorry

nome: 3

super01->Kibitzers: what happened to 4th highest?

xx1943: no he showed, that he started with 3

xx1943: ok and now has 2

xx1943: so declarer has left prob. J4 or J2

xx1943: how do you know?

nome: only J is left above my 7

nome: which i take next

xx1943: you give up a vital trick in !S qithout gaining anything

nome: S hs the J and x

xx1943: pd showed you that he started with 8xx so declarer started with AJ9x

nome: pd hd the K

xx1943: pd has left !S 2 or 4

nome: okay

nome: 2

xx1943: your only hope is that dpartner has another trick and will play !S through declarers Jx

xx1943: so you try !D or !H 

xx1943: but

nome: i am sur that i am wrong but my Q and 7 are higher that dec

nome: okay

xx1943: Klaus you must return the 2 to show that you started with 4

xx1943: now Kia can cash with confidence

nome: now the J is with S correct?

xx1943: now you know for sure he partner started with 2 or 4 cards

nome: my lead is Q

xx1943: but the J is stiff now for sure or South started with a 5-carder

xx1943: good unblock calp clap clap

nome: now 7-3 !S are winners

xx1943: ok great

nome: now I understan earlier i was guessing

xx1943: right

nome: ty

xx1943: defense is the most difficult part of our lovely game

xx1943: ok that was our today's

xx1943: session

super01: thanks Al
