xx1943: is the link ok?

xx1943: In a suit contract the counting is different from the counting in NT.

xx1943: In a NT contract you count your winner.

xx1943: In a suit-contract you count your loser. Let us see how this works.

xx1943: you can open this 12HCP 4333, but I tend to pass

xx1943: My reg pd and I would have been in §NT in this hand for sure and would go down if West leads a !D

xx1943: 3NT

xx1943: stop

xx1943: make your playn

xx1943: plan

xx1943: count your loser

xx1943: 1!s possible

EdytheG: 4?

xx1943: rite

xx1943: 1!H once protected yet

xx1943: 2 minor Aces unavoidable

xx1943: you should try to avoid the !H loser just in case the !S finesse doesn't work

xx1943: what can you do with heart loser?

xx1943: any suggestions?

clrandall: so the !h loser goes on the a !c trick

bwd1: set up !D for discard

xx1943: maybe, but look what happens, if you try to discard a heart on the clubs

xx1943: ouch

EdytheG: yup...whoops

clrandall: don't you want to draw trump first

Pono: yeah, there is no hurry :)

xx1943: you have 7 !Cs there is no cahnce to dis card b4 you draw the trumps

xx1943: ok then we draw trumps first

xx1943: Too late

xx1943: there is a hurry

clrandall: ok, the guy I play with should be here listening

xx1943: another suggestion?

Pono: draw 2 rounds of trump first

xx1943: Bingo

M61bert: d

Pono: ok, i shold think before i say something ;)

bwd1: play !D first

xx1943: SURE

M61bert: only one left lol

bwd1: do not finesse

xx1943: reject the finesse

M61bert: go back

bwd1: you can afford to lose 1!S trick

xx1943: correct Bernie

EdytheG: ah..... wow

xx1943: this line of play will be wrong if !Ds are 62 and the K of !ss offside, but that is a much lesser chance.

xx1943: opponent realizes, what will happen and abandones !Hs

xx1943: now you must reject the finesse too

xx1943: else they'll ruff your nice !CQ :(

xx1943: ok

clrandall: so you can put the !h on either K

xx1943: This was what is called "Plan2": Establish winners in dummy for discard of losers in your hand

xx1943: for more inforamtion look here:

xx1943: you have 1 heart and 1 diamond loser added to the 2 !Cs you already lost

Pono: disacrd !h on 5th !d

xx1943: suggestion, how to avoid one of the 2 ?

xx1943: correct

xx1943: estavlish the long diamonds

xx1943: ruff high  as a manner, maybe you need the small trump s as entry to table.

xx1943: Not in this hand but for principe

xx1943: bad luck partner, diamonds were not 33 as tey should, but all others will hav ethe same distribution .(

xx1943: what do you answer partner at the table?

klarissa: bad luck

xx1943: bad luck partner, diamonds were not 33 as tey should, but all others will hav ethe same distribution .(

xx1943: at the table you should say npp

Pono: "let s focus on next game and discuss it later"

xx1943: NEVER begin teaching during a session

xx1943: But after the session you can tell partner, how he can do better:

->Pono: nice

xx1943: you need an additional entry to table

xx1943: and you can create this entry by a manouevre called "Coup de Blanc" there is no English word for this

xx1943: and claim

bwd1: please claim Al

xx1943: lose the !D trick leading from your hand not wasting !DA and leading from the table

xx1943: this "Coup de Blanc" must be in your tool-box

xx1943: It is necessary in defense in the same matter.

xx1943: Please welcome all my dear friend Julien (finnigan1) 

xx1943: we are honoured

finnigan1: hi all

xx1943: #3

Miksa: hello 

bwd1: Hi :)

klarissa: hi

xx1943: loser:

xx1943: 1S 2D 1C

xx1943: there is no ruffing value in dummy

xx1943: no Qs to finesse 

xx1943: very little chance to make 2 !D tricks

xx1943: where do you see a chance?

klarissa: !C?

xx1943: yes

xx1943: wonna play Klarissa?

klarissa: y

xx1943: clap clap clap

klarissa: ty

xx1943: #4

xx1943: always stayman with 54 in majors!

xx1943: losers?

xx1943: 1S 

xx1943: 1H

xx1943: 2C

xx1943: any idea how to avoid 1 of this losers?

xx1943: these

xx1943: no idea?

carmel123: why lead the q clubs first

M61bert: touching honors

xx1943: opponent led the !CQ

onoway: use the !d to dump one !c

->onoway: come in

klarissa: !D finesse?

onoway: argh   ok

xx1943: hi Pam

Pono: need Q

Miksa: Let me tell you that I like this kind of teaching: you bid and then ask for the plan, offering the student with an idea to play the hand

onoway: hmmm I didnt do this right

xx1943: congrat

xx1943: clap clap clap

onoway: ty

Pono: ich träum eheute

xx1943: ty Pam

onoway: wlcm

xx1943: the only chance to win was to make the "unecessary" finesse n !Ds

xx1943: sure you would be down 2, if the finesse is wrong, but doesn't matter in IMps

xx1943: 3H is better than 4!H

xx1943: 4!H shows support but nothing else

xx1943: you lost 1S already and have a !S loser

xx1943: !D

xx1943: 50% is the !D finesse, do you can improve?

Pono: use all 4 entries to setup !s trick

xx1943: come in Pono

xx1943: good to ruff high

xx1943: clap clap clap

Miksa: Excellent student you have, Al!

xx1943: It costs nothing to test the !S

xx1943: if the are 5/2 you must fall back to the !D finesse

xx1943: Welcome Mihailo

Miksa: *should be Excellent students...

xx1943: many thanks to him and Vanyvon, who made the movie I'll post on my site after I finished the lesson

xx1943: play please Bernie

xx1943: correct fisrt play !SA to prevent an overrruff, just in case

xx1943: and West is endplayed

xx1943: clap clap clap Bernie

bwd1: ty

xx1943: !D will allow a ruff and sluff

xx1943: let us demonstrate the 2 ways to win

xx1943: if I play !H Bernie makes a !H trick, whateever the distribution is

xx1943: or so

xx1943: typical example for:

xx1943: LET OPPONENTS DO YOUR WORK

xx1943: sry door bell wait a minute please

Vickie12: so do not break new suit?

xx1943: back

xx1943: Question: so do not break new suit?

xx1943: let do this opponents as often as possible

xx1943: this technique, Bernie applied is called ENDPLAY

xx1943: or ELIMINATION PLAY

xx1943: it is a great technique, because

xx1943: 1) it costs nothing

xx1943: 2) it occurs very often

xx1943: if you are used to look for elimination you'll find it in every third hand I guess

xx1943: It is the most comonest of all advanced techniques.

xx1943: ty Bernie

xx1943: #7

->bwd1: free your seat please

bwd1: Also in a very good book by Terence Reese called "elimination play " :)

xx1943: #7

bennyzl: isnt it recomended not to open 2 cl with a 2 suiter hand?

xx1943: count your possible losers:

xx1943: 1D + 3C

xx1943: if dummy had J10x in trupms, all were well, you could ruff twice high

xx1943: you would win if !Cs are not 5/1 or 6/0

xx1943: but so you must be afraid of an overruff

xx1943: but let us see waht hapens:

xx1943: bad news

xx1943: If they are not falscarding both the !cs are 42

xx1943: you cannit afford an overruff, due to your !D loser

xx1943: indeed !Cs 42

xx1943: Now what??

xx1943: You cannot draw trumps

gaya: spade ?

xx1943: and South may overruf your 7-spot wizth the 8

xx1943: spade doesn't help

vnpar: give up !C and discard !D from dummy

xx1943: you have no entries to table and need 5

->vnpar: come in

->vnpar: play please

Miksa: should be West

xx1943: LOL

xx1943: sry

bwd1: go to !DA lead club and throw !D on it

Miksa: :)

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: this is called LOSER ON LOSER

vnpar->Club: tnx all

xx1943: ty Vlad

KeldKn->Kibitzers: the door bell ring, husband open and it is his mother in law, he say: Do not stand there in this terrible weather, do go home!
