bennyzl: ok great

xx1943: I recommend you to make your kib-setting so,  that you ONLY KIB SOUTH: Does everyone know, how to manage this?

gomites: y

xx1943: Endplays

xx1943: Endplays are the most important of all advanced techniques, because they come up so often. If you look for it, you'll find an endplay every 4th hand. 

xx1943: You all know a lot of suit combinations, where you would like, opponent would play the suit instead youself. E.g. Jxx opposite Qxx; KJx-A10x (you must guess, if opps play it is ...

xx1943: 100%).

xx1943: The endplay is a technique to induce the opponents to play a critical suit for you. The endplay consists of 3 phases: 1) Strip the side-suit, so that opponent has no easy exit ...

xx1943: card.

xx1943: 2) Throw the opponent in (In the critical suit, in another suit, by loser on loser .....) There is a variety of possibilities

xx1943: 3) Wait, what he does and enjoy.

xx1943: ok let us try this 

hope: bid the suit you do not want opposition to lead:)

bennyzl: end play can work for defence too right?

xx1943: sure, but it is much more difficult to execute

xx1943: I need a volunteer for the first hand

bennyzl: hi

xx1943: good luck Binyamin

bennyzl: ty

xx1943->Kibitzers: He has 1S and 3H loser

xx1943: Striping the side suits

xx1943: minors are stripped

xx1943: and West must give a ruff and sluff or open the hearts

xx1943: if B hat played the hearts himself he had no chnace to make a trick

xx1943: if opps play he has a sure trick

xx1943: Isn't that nice ????????????? :)

bennyzl: :) i kile it

gomites: bravo

Miksa: yes... wd :)

bennyzl: like it

xx1943: is it neccessary to show the 2 variants? ruff and sluff or play hearts?

Miksa: no

hope: no tks

xx1943: hi Bobbie

xx1943->Kibitzers: 1S and 1-2 !C loser

aotearoa: hello xx

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: you guessed the !Cs wrong, but there is no need to guess.

aotearoa: what should i do?

xx1943: before you give WEST the lead in !S, strip the hearts, so that he has no safe exit and must give you ruff and sluff or play !C

maricule: play out the hearts

xx1943: yes 3 rounds of !H

xx1943: and now the throw in in !S

gomites: magical

xx1943: now again West is helpless

super01: what  in the unlikely chance that east had the spade

xx1943: !S give a ruff and discard and !C gives a free finesse.

xx1943: question: what  in the unlikely chance that east had the spade

xx1943: in that case you must rely on the !C finesse, but you did your best.

aotearoa: not sure

frouu: does it matter?

gamelynx: trupm, and lead to kc?

->aotearoa: let me in pls

hope: If Bobby opened with 3 !D how to bid 5!D?

bennyzl: to finesse cl must play a little to the 10?

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: now must declarer guess the !Cj rite

xx1943: he can finesse directly, if he thinks East has that card and he can perform an endplay, if he thinks WEst has the J

bennyzl: will west realy take the chance?

eire1->Club: FINALLY

xx1943: If he sees he is enplayed anyway, he may take the chance

bennyzl: if s holds the 6 of spades?

xx1943: it is his only.

xx1943: #3 

xx1943: next volunteer pls

xx1943: hi

maricule: hi

xx1943: Jacoby

xx1943: 4+ hearts game forcing

xx1943: asking for shortness

xx1943: only singleton and void

xx1943: good

xx1943: 4!H is minimum without shortness. i.e. 5332

xx1943->Kibitzers: Looks like 75% to win 1 of 2 finesses

xx1943->Kibitzers: But if the diamond finesse is on, you don't need to take it

xx1943: if WEst has the !DQ that means the finesse is on, there is no necessity to take it

maricule: don't finesse hold back the diamond to throw opponents in

xx1943: take the A

xx1943: and !D to the K

xx1943: and a 3. !D

xx1943: If WEST had the Q, he would be endplayed now

xx1943: now EAST must open the !C for you and you are home, if EAST hold Q OR 10

xx1943: clap clap

bennyzl: you can do the same with cl no?

xx1943: so the endplay made 87.5% out of a 75% chance.

xx1943: Sure you gave an overtrick in the 25% hwne both finesses are on.

xx1943: But we are playing IMPs

xx1943: ok #4

bennyzl: can you do the same in the club suit make ops open the d suit?

xx1943: no

bennyzl->Club: why not

xx1943: you don't have the !D 9 :)

xx1943: clear?

bennyzl: i c

xx1943: #4

xx1943: next volunteer

xx1943: hi Burak

frouu: hi

xx1943: never XX in such a situation

frouu: sorry was kidding

xx1943: West has 15+HCp and EAst 5 at least (KQ of !C

xx1943: probably they have 3NT

xx1943: Now you 3NT is no problem with 2H + 6C + spade K, which must be with WEst

xx1943: WEST plays the hearts to prevent the endplay

xx1943: you'll be - 1 for sure

xx1943: but try to avoid -2

xx1943: strip the minors

xx1943: now AQ) is the "magic" combaination

xx1943: combination

xx1943: you have an answer whatever EAST does

xx1943: you cover the card he plays

azerule: you mean AQ9 right?

xx1943: if you had not the 9 but only the 8 you must hope East is fallen asleep and plays low lazyly, while you insert your 8 or even 7

xx1943: yes I meant AQ9

->azerule: ty

xx1943: and against WEST is helpless

gamelynx: but they are already down?

xx1943: isn't that nice for declarer to spread his cards and say play what you want

xx1943: yes they are down but only -1 aginst a viln. game of laydown 3NT

gamelynx->Club: ah, ty

xx1943: #5

xx1943: next volunteer please

xx1943: hi Moha

xx1943: ooops

xx1943: I need a player

xx1943->Kibitzers:  I recommend to open very 5332 15-17 with 1NT

maroxo: hi

gamelynx: ?

xx1943: Moha go on pls

->maroxo: ur bid

super01: how does one volunteer?

maroxo: i m s

->super01: click on the free seat

super01: thanks

->super01: come in

xx1943: hi Eva

gamelynx: hi ty

gamelynx: is it ok for me to be here?

maroxo: what is ronge?

xx1943: sure

->maroxo: you didn't bid

gamelynx: ty:)

gamelynx: i'm very new here

xx1943: no problem

maroxo: i had not boxbid

gamelynx: to this site i mean, moving over from the zone

->maroxo: :(

gamelynx: typ

xx1943: you got 3!S and 1!D loser

gamelynx: yes

xx1943: first chance to test, if !Ds are 33

xx1943: without losing the lead to the dangerous EAST

xx1943: you want to lose a !D to WEst, just do it

xx1943: better you had stripped the !C so that he has no safe exit

xx1943: but that is not the point at the moment

gamelynx: y, c that now

xx1943: now test the !D

xx1943: if they are 3-3, you have a discard

xx1943: bad news

xx1943: they are 4-2

xx1943: but good news: WEST has 4

xx1943: clap clap clap

gamelynx: :)

xx1943: a classical loser on loser

xx1943: and again West is helpless, he must give you a ruff and sluff are let you score !SK :) :) :)

gamelynx->Club: tyvm

xx1943: #6

xx1943: welcome my dear friend Julien called finnigan1

gamelynx: sorry , forgot how to leave the table without leaving the room

finnigan1: hi all :-)

gamelynx: never knew that one

xx1943: !C discard is ok

xx1943: now you lost 2S already

xx1943: you have a sure !H loser (hoping they are 3-2)

xx1943: You must avoid the !C loser and they only chance is to prepare an endplay

xx1943: diamonds are stripped, good

xx1943: clap calp clap perfect

super01: thanks

xx1943: you must hope, that the player with 3!Hs has only 2!Cs and now must give you a ruff and sluff

gamelynx: what if west had the clubs also?

gamelynx: just take the chance?

gamelynx: ok tks

xx1943: west has the choice to give the ruff and sluff in !S or !D

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: barvo John

xx1943: ok #7

xx1943: next player pls

xx1943: come on

xx1943: ..........................................

xx1943: go

xx1943: hi Bert

M61bert: hi

M61bert: oh goody

xx1943: 4+!Hs game force singleton !D

M61bert: 9-12 pts

M61bert: cue?

xx1943: no no no unlimited

M61bert: can i just go 6 hts?

maysie: why slam asking pls? Aren't there too many losers?

ALLAMA: yes seems ok

xx1943: question: why slam asking pls? Aren't there too many losers?

xx1943: to cooperate

xx1943: but this is not a lesson about bidding

finnigan1: 1!h 4!d* splinter 4!h 4!s 5!h asking for 2 of top 3 trumps

gamelynx: is that bidding rk 1430?

mausie: Al is your hand not too strong for a splinter bid.. Jac2NT better?  Splinter 11-12hcp right?

mary 1: it cant win now

xx1943: I play unlimited splinter I see no sense in limting that

mausie: aah...ok

xx1943: ij you give the !H now, you have no chance to enplay later

M61bert: ic

xx1943: I made undo 

M61bert: say thank you for all these teaching ops

xx1943->Kibitzers: now strip the minorsand 2 rounds of !S  and exit with trump

mary 1: wrong

xx1943->Kibitzers: only hope the player with the last trump has only 2 !S

finnigan1: 2rds *

mausie->Kibitzers: hahaha

gamelynx: vn

xx1943: last one

M61bert: thanks to all the coaches

maysie: ROFL - Fantastic

Miksa: if you have time before leave, please check e-mail, I sent an example of LIN file you asked for... check if that's ok when you have time

xx1943: I need a player for the last hand

->Miksa: I'll try

xx1943: hi Mina

sawires: hi

xx1943: no comments to Norths bidding please lol

xx1943: you must count that he had only a singelton diamond left

sawires: yea sure he have to do tht 

xx1943: if WEst had discarded !H 10 there were no chance to escape the endplay

sawires->Club: ty 

xx1943: you can try another endplay that needs that you can draw 3 rounds of !Cs without ruff

mary 1: not easy on table:)

mary 1: thats my thought:)

xx1943: grrrrrrr

xx1943: if trumps were 2-2 no problem at all

sawires: i shuld make endplay when i dnt have chnces to win ,,, 

xx1943: now you have the choice between the strip squeeze I showed b4 and a normal endplay hoping East has at least 3!Cs

mausie: Al what is that 3!Hs bid..if it's Michael's..should there not be at least a 4card minor suit ?

xx1943: nope 3!H is gameforcing

mausie: ooh

xx1943: stronger than 4!S at once

mausie: ok thx

xx1943: You know the !HQ with WEST and now he must give you ruff and sluff or the free !D finesse

sawires: u didnt let me do tht :)
