xx1943: I have prepared hands we start in 2 minutes

navit: no what?

xx1943: wait 2 mnutes pls

xx1943: wait pls

xx1943: we don't play this hand

navit: ok hi

xx1943: ok here we go

xx1943: good morning everybody

gillyfleur: good day

Miksa: Good morning

navit: good morning

xx1943: this is the first of a long series on the issue "How to play a hand"

xx1943: we begin with NT hands

KeldKn: Gute Morgen

xx1943: IToday we discuss a few Basic-techniques around the NT contract

xx1943: We begin with NT, because it is easier than suit-contracts

xx1943: yes link to the Movie is broken. I'll installl AFTER the lesson

xx1943: I would mind, that every declarer asks himself and answeres in public the 4 questions before touching the 1. card.

kyno40->Club: test

xx1943: kibs pls focus the declarer only

moedraznin: you mean kib the declearer only?

xx1943: got to your profile by rite-click on your name and check "Kibitz North" for the 1. hand

->moedraznin: yeah

xx1943: 1. hand declarer is North

xx1943: All questions in public pls

xx1943: #1

xx1943: here we go

xx1943: nope decalrer will be South

xx1943: barvo ths was the only logical bidding

xx1943->Kibitzers: the standard lead. 4th best from the best suit

Miksa->Kibitzers: no duck?

xx1943->Kibitzers: both opponents have shown their !D distr. odd/even

moedraznin: duck on the first !H

gomites: sigh

gillyfleur: link broken i d/loaded it ok!

xx1943: and EASt forgot the 2. down to cash

xx1943: yes link to the Movie is broken. I'll installl AFTER the lesson

Beachbaby: 2. down to cash??

xx1943: focus South and we play a second time

gerd123: likn is ok i have opened it 

gillyfleur: yes ty its not there now

kyno40->Lobby: test

xx1943: fourth best

xx1943: pleas asnwer the 4 questions

xx1943: How many sure winners do I have?

xx1943: Which suit(s) will provide the winners to make my bid?

mausie: 7 :)

cashbox: 6 top,and 3 clubs

->mausie: rite

Miksa: you ask us all or declarer only? If asking us, shall we talk to the table?

xx1943: I ask declarer

Miksa: ok

xx1943: ok 6 and 3 in !C

xx1943: so take the lead and establish the !C-suit?

gomites: yes

xx1943: May did the rite he/she held up once

cashbox: duck h,if h 5-2 distri, will be down

Beachbaby: duck one more

xx1943: following the rule of 7

navit: sry problem with connection 

xx1943: Rule of 7 tells you how often to hold up normally

cashbox: if h 4-3 ,CA in  any hand no down

xx1943: count the number of the suot in your hand and in dummy 

xx1943: here 3+3=6

xx1943: subtract from 7: here 7-6=1

xx1943: and you must hold up ONCE

xx1943: you guard against !Hs beeing 5-2.

bennyzl: hi good to see you back:-)

xx1943: If the !Hs are 4-3 opponents cannot make more than 4 tricks

xx1943: West has 3 nice !H-tricks, but there is no communication.

xx1943: declarer destroyed the communication by a simple "HOLD-UP"

navit: what is hold up?

xx1943: who can explain HOLDUP pls

xx1943: q to all

gillyfleur: delay taking trick

Miksa: holding up taking a trick

Beachbaby->Club: letting opponents have the first trick

mausie: duck 

KeldKn->Club: wait with taken the trick

navit->Club: thx

xx1943: in this example play small !H on the first trick

xx1943: not take the A

xx1943: more qs?

xx1943: ok then #2

xx1943: if anyone wants to play, pls ask the player to free their seats

gerd123: i would like 

xx1943: declarer will be NORTH

navit: what if the a !c on other side?

Miksa: Maybe it would be good for players to have two or three boards in the round, and then change

xx1943: If !C A is on the other side you are unlucky as everybody else and will go down

xx1943: rite Mihailo

xx1943: say 2 boards

xx1943->Kibitzers: 2425 is not 1 1NT-opener

cashbox: i prefer open 1n

->cashbox: it is a crime imho

xx1943: 1NT shows 12-14 and 4333 4432 or 5332

Miksa->Kibitzers: reverse?

xx1943->Kibitzers: you can underbid 2!C or overbid 2!H(which I prefer)

bennyzl: 2 h is reverse 

xx1943: you can underbid 2!C or overbid 2!H(which I prefer)

xx1943: sure 2!H is reverse, but South has a nice 15HCP

bennyzl: 18+ no?

xx1943: reverse is 16+

hope->Kibitzers: with a few jacks no i big help 

xx1943: but no NT-distr.

cashbox: i perfer open 1n, but you said the declarer will be north,so i opened 1c

xx1943: lol

hope->Kibitzers: 3 Jacks 3 HCP better one King :-))

xx1943: never open 5422 with 1NT

xx1943: why 3!D 2!D is 4th suit forcing, but ok

navit:  i oppen nt 15-17 if i have 5 crd major open with major

xx1943: now South is declarer

xx1943->Kibitzers:  my noraml lead would be a !C from W, but East had lead a !H

xx1943: May now answer the questions

cashbox: 7

xx1943: ok

cashbox: i shld est D

xx1943: k

navit: if the lead was c?

xx1943->Club: well done May

cashbox: 2 entries  for cash d

xx1943: was the 1. trick not a bit strange?

xx1943: declarer blocked the !Hs himself

xx1943: q to all: Why did May not take A of !Hs in the first trick??

gerd123->Club: entry 

hope: keeps entry to dummy 

->hope: rite, but tell it in public lol

gerd123: entry to !d

hope: keeps entry to dummy

Miksa: missing A nd K in D she needs entries to dummy

KeldKn: need the ace of !H to entry the !D

xx1943: yes he needed the 2. entry to his long diamonds

mausie: I gtg Al big storm coming :)

cashbox: seat for others

xx1943: guess it is not necessary to show, what happens, if decalrer takes the first !H with the A

xx1943: but what happens after !C lead?

bennyzl: need 1 hold up

->gerd123: bid 2!C

gerd123: ok

xx1943: now North must be sure 2!D is forcing else he should bid 3!D

xx1943: k this is another variant of the bidding

xx1943: 7-6=1 hold up once

Miksa->Kibitzers: no...

Miksa->Kibitzers: no entry to hand now

xx1943: !S K is entry to hand Mihailo

Miksa: oh, sorry

xx1943: #3

xx1943->Kibitzers: 13+17=30 balanced hands :=> no slam

xx1943: set your focus on SOUTH

xx1943->Kibitzers: without the 8 lead the 4 best

xx1943: now Tomek let us hear your analysis

xx1943: sure tricks

gerd123: 8

xx1943: rite

xx1943: where can u get more?

gerd123: i will look for 1 trick in !d

xx1943: rite !D

gerd123: finesse in !d

moedraznin: I only count top 7

xx1943: this is a very sound contract and maybe you can make a lot of overtricks

gerd123: x to 9

hope: H

xx1943: after the lead you have 1!H at least adds up to 8

moedraznin: right

xx1943: great manoevre Tomek

gerd123: thx  

xx1943: EAST is the dangerous opponent

gerd123: yes i had to protect my Q!h

xx1943: If EASt gets the lead he'll play !Hs trough your tenace

xx1943: and so on

xx1943: makes 11 tricks

xx1943: you could win on another way too

xx1943: hold up pls

xx1943: how must EAST now continue?

Miksa: small

Miksa: hoping East can return h when in

bennyzl: ???

xx1943: you see here the HOLDUP (which I told Tomek to do) was no good idea

gerd123: lol

xx1943: but WEST must be aware and not play !HA in the 2. round

xx1943: ok #4

Miksa: clainm, please

Miksa: claim, to save the hand

xx1943: 3NT

xx1943: and claim

->gomites: bid pls

xx1943: lol

xx1943: 3NT

xx1943: not strong enough 4 4 

xx1943: 17+13 = 30 no slam

hope: need 16+ for 4 NT I think

xx1943: 15 HCP I Try 4NT

hope: sure Al if yr 16th is a Jack - me to

->hope: lol

navit: something is wrong with your movie

xx1943: yes

xx1943: yes link to the Movie is broken. I'll installl AFTER the lesson

navit: ok thx

xx1943: how many tricks

gerd123: link is ok i have opened it 

cashbox: now way to dummy

cashbox: blocked

xx1943: Sandy do you know your mistake

gomites: i think so :)

xx1943: than try once more

xx1943: 5 tricks from the top

xx1943: need 2 more

xx1943: must come from !Ds

gerd123: small !d first from both  

xx1943: correct

xx1943: this is called the "Blanco-coup"

xx1943: smal from both hands

xx1943: gurad your !Da as entry

xx1943: guard

xx1943: ok now you can enjoy the long diamonds

xx1943: #5

xx1943: good bidding

hope (Lobby): danke muss laufen !H!H!H

cashbox: shld hold Dk

gerd123: may i leave now Al?  have to get back to work     extra break for Your lesson 

cashbox: need 2s, 3h,2c,2d. 

->gerd123: bye tomek

->cashbox: rite

gerd123: thx Al  great lesson as always  im very happy that y started them again 

gerd123: thx all bye 

xx1943: what went wrong?

->gomites: do you want to try again?

gomites: sure :)

xx1943: If someone wants to play tell N or S to free the seat

xx1943: 7-5=2 if you had only 1 stopper you must hold up twice

xx1943: but here just hold up

gomites: ah.... :(

xx1943: hold up

gomites: hmm...

xx1943: you could take the K in the first round as well and hold up the A later

xx1943: take the K

gomites: i think i'm seeing it :)

xx1943: nope the clue is coming

gomites: duh :::::(

xx1943: you caount 1!S 2!D and 2!C = 5 you need 4 more tricks

gomites: right

xx1943: !S may give you 2 or 3 more and !H 3 more

xx1943: so 1 suit is not enough

gomites: yes

xx1943: which suit should you tackle first?

gomites: !h?

xx1943: why?

->gomites: pls lez me take your saet

->gomites: pls free ur seat

xx1943: tackling !Hs first leaves you a trick short

gomites: ah... i see

gomites: may i mark you as friend?

xx1943: If the dangerous EAST has !SK AND !HA you r just unlucky

xx1943: if the !S finesse is on you make your contract anyway

gomites: ty much... and i see :)

xx1943: but if EAST has !SK and WEST !HA you MUST tackle !S first

xx1943: now WEST can do no more harm

xx1943: #6

xx1943: 2 more vonlunteers pls

cashbox: me?

xx1943->Kibitzers: 4333 no stayman just bid 3NT

cashbox: 4333?

M61bert: sigh

cashbox: if 4333 play 3nt better

M61bert: didnt like my d

xx1943: you see 4!H is -1 losing  atrick in every suit with this mirror-hands

M61bert: yes

xx1943: you have 26-28 HCP with 4333 never stayman

xx1943: 7-6=1 2 stopper no need to hold up

xx1943: 2!S 1!H 2!D 2!C = 7 you need 2 tricks from hearts

xx1943: you need 2 more tricks from !Hs

xx1943: no prob if the !Hs are 3-2

xx1943: but what if they are 4-1?

xx1943: great

xx1943: you must play against QJ twice after cashing the A just in case the K is singleton

xx1943: but never think of playing the Q or J to finesse

xx1943: if you need 3 tricks

cashbox: i need 3 in heart, if only 2,i will fitness

xx1943->Kibitzers: compare this hand with #5

cashbox: played

->cashbox: nope

M61bert: yes you have to hold up lol

cashbox: oo

Beachbaby: did you say you didn't have to hold up with 2 stoppers?

xx1943: no hold up, you don'T like the !C switch

xx1943: you must hold up delayed

xx1943: This time WEST is the dangerous opponent

xx1943: You MUST tackle HIS entry first

cashbox: lol

Miksa: something is wrong, played !h pn !s at trick 2!

xx1943: play on !Ds is futile for WEST

cashbox: i was on the phone. not focus on playing

cashbox: yes, this time d in west

xx1943: compare with hand #5

Miksa: please replay this, Al

Miksa: On trick 2 you played !s and !h from dummy!

xx1943: just the same cards, BUT this time LHO is the dangerous opp

Miksa: Saved LIN is not good

Miksa: check the second trick played, please

xx1943: ok now ?

Miksa: ty, I have saved J!S at trick 2 !???

Miksa: please claim, ty

Miksa: ty

xx1943: last hand #8
cashbox: ths

xx1943: difficult decision, waht to lead with the eAST hand

xx1943: after 1NT on my right I prefer to lead non agressive

ntbidder: understand is difficult.  but why not jack clubs from inner sequence?

xx1943: rite not to hold up you are afraid of a switchh

bennyzl: no must play low

cashbox: small

xx1943: now you are lost 

M61bert: why not low back

M61bert: still have ace ht

xx1943: you cannot establish the diamonds, because you have only 1 entry to dummy (!HA)

cashbox: the first d, low to low

xx1943: this is another example for the BLanco-Coup

M61bert: do overs

xx1943: good

cashbox: the same. no mk

xx1943: you must guard your !HA

cashbox: oh. mk

cashbox: 9

cashbox: 9 tricks.

xx1943: ok

xx1943: ok this was my first lesson on play the NT with some basics

M61bert->Club: tks

cashbox: ty

Miksa: ty very much, great lesson

xx1943: many lessons on this topic will follow
