xx1943: here we go

xx1943: I prepared 8 hands for you with cover various topic of playing a NT-contract

hope: so we ply Puppet ??

xx1943: 2 vonlunteers bid and  play N and S

mausie: i will play Al plzz

hope: ok

->mausie: hop in, if I free the seats

mausie: ok ..thx

xx1943: you may hop in if I free the seats

bennyzl: hi!H

->bennyzl: hi

hope: Hi partner

xx1943: no

mausie: hellOo all ;))

xx1943->Kibitzers: mausie has a typical 1NT

xx1943->Kibitzers: upper limit with 4 QT

xx1943->Kibitzers: Nada is very pessimistic

hope: gl:-)

xx1943: bravo NOI brave

mausie: thx :)

xx1943: now kibs focus on declarer, check your options so that you can see North only

DWnstnly: oh dwear

xx1943: what went wrong?

JKJ: !S entry

xx1943: you need an entry to your nice !Ds

jaymac: lost ther!D connection

xx1943: bid 3NT Nada

xx1943: 9 HCP and a great 7-carder

Berrysmart: finesse a small spade from dummy to draw out king

hope: duck

hope: duck

xx1943: the crucial play comes up in the first trick

xx1943: rite

mausie: maybe this is better

xx1943: now you have a sure !S entry to table, AFTER you estavlished your !DS

gerd123->Kibitzers: hi all 

mausie: yess..i see that now

finnigan1: hi all

xx1943: ok claim your tricks

Berrysmart: wd

xx1943: first trick made a difference of FIVE tricks LOL

xx1943: REMEMBER this situation. You will get always 2 tricks in !S. You can manage when you get them where!!

xx1943: #2

mausie: do we leave Al after 1st board

xx1943: 2 volunteers

xx1943: you can play 2 hands too

mausie: ok :)

mausie: i play 2 then 

hope: :)

xx1943: pass is ok but a bit conservative Nada, you can invite with 8 HCP and a fine 5-carder

hope: :( I !H my partner

Miksa: :)

xx1943: 4333 is a flaw, but 4.5 QT and 16HCP is 3NT

Miksa: As this is teaching table for NT declarer's play, no need to be ashamed of anything, including game bids

xx1943: lol

xx1943: kibs focus South

xx1943->Kibitzers: East signals NOT to continue !Hs, because he wants the !D-switch

kyno40: Hi Al

->finnigan1: hi Julien

->kyno40: hi Klaus

finnigan1: hi Al

xx1943: oops 

xx1943: what happened?

mausie: i did not bid 3NT was cuz of my !D

xx1943: count:

xx1943: very well done

xx1943: now the finesse is open

xx1943: AND she unblocked the !C10

Miksa: May I as a Q: is it better to play small to A!c first, then back with small to K!c, leaving both finessing positions open?

xx1943: claim 9 tricks pls

hope: Tks partner !H

mausie: thx nada :)

xx1943: no Mihailo, you have not the entries to leave both finessing postions

Miksa: ty

xx1943: this hand is a typical example, where you should not hold up, though the rule of 7 tells you to hold up twice.

xx1943: there are 2 reasons not to hold up

xx1943: 1) You are afraid of a switch to another suit

xx1943: 2) You are afraid of a lead through a finesse from the opponent, who will hold the trick.

xx1943: one more volunteer for North

gerd123: is ok to sit?

xx1943: hi Tomek

gerd123: hi Al , P

xx1943->Kibitzers:  DON'T even think of bidding this WEST hand

xx1943: correct and noraml bidding

gerd123: gl

xx1943: ???????????????

jaymac: What is your point range for 1NT, please?

JKJ: but only 14 pts?

xx1943: NT is 15-17, sry

Miksa: y

xx1943: kibs are rite, but doesn't matter

kyno40: wrong

xx1943: you have 1!S+2!H+2!D+1!C=6 you need 3 more

xx1943: you cannot establish !Cs, because you'll lose the race with the !Hs

xx1943: so you NEED 3!S-tricks

xx1943: the finesse must be on 

xx1943: and WEST must have K or Kx or Kxx

finnigan1: to cater to any 4-2 type split in !s it is a good idea to keep the !sQ in hand , and lead toward the !s A J 10 4

xx1943: if you lead the Q you win onbly against Kxx

xx1943: try it once more:

xx1943: now bid as the kibs suggested opoen 1!D

xx1943: 14 HCP only is not 1NT

navit: true 14 po

xx1943: now 1NT shows 12-14 HCP

xx1943: 2NT is only invite

xx1943: 2NT by North shows 10-11 HCP

Miksa: well, that's what North has

diana_eva->Kibitzers: isnt it correct to bid 2nt? if opener has 12 they dont make 3nt

xx1943: ok you are rite I miscounted thought there were 12 in the North hand

xx1943: sry I apologize

finnigan1->Kibitzers: Ah , all too true me lass ;-)

Miksa: anyway, the contract is right

xx1943: you would lose if WEST had the Kxx

xx1943: go back to your hand and thge same procedure

gerd123: yes but my p could have 12 hcp 

navit: gtg want to watch

xx1943: this way you win when WEST has K or Kx or Kxx of !Ss

xx1943: Qs??

Miksa: no, ty

xx1943: REmember this typical suit-combination AJ10x opposite Qxx

xx1943: you may exchchnage the Q with J or 10 likewise

xx1943: #3

xx1943: #4

xx1943: who plays South?

arkad: hi all

gerd123: hi p

xx1943: South has the strength for 3NT but no stopper

xx1943: this is the situation for LEBENSOHL

xx1943: http://homepage.mac.com/bridgeguys/Conventions/Lebensohl.html

arkad: i didnt play Lebensol

xx1943: ok

xx1943: 3NT shows the rite strebgth but no stopper

xx1943: and 2NT forces opener to 3!C and now 3NT shows the stopper

xx1943: we'll make a lesson about Lebensohl next year

finnigan1->Kibitzers: for KIBs, in that situation a Lebenshol bid by S would be 3 NT* dennying a stopper but game values are there

Miksa->Kibitzers: ty, Julien

xx1943: unblock th J

finnigan1->Kibitzers: giving count

xx1943: 3!S+2!H+1!D, needs 3!C tricks

xx1943: clap clap clap Tomek, you found the doubleton A

gerd123: thx 

xx1943: 9 tricks in the bag

xx1943: this was another example of the same topic as last hand

xx1943: #5

xx1943: 3!D is xfer to 3!H lol

xx1943: just bid 3NT

JKJ: 3 nt

xx1943: that is the contract, where you want to play

xx1943: 20-22HCP +6 must be enough

xx1943: and 5332 no reason to fake around

bennyzl: why not split honors?

arkad: why 4 sp-not 5sp

->arkad: lavinthal

bennyzl->Kibitzers: must duck k d

Miksa->Kibitzers: y, no entries

arkad: i think-not good play 

gerd123: bad played !d

xx1943: ok

xx1943: 1) count your tricks:

xx1943: 2!H+2!D+3!C

xx1943: you have no time to establish the !S, so you need 2 more from !D NOT 3

xx1943: so you can make the saftey of finessing the !D in the 1. round

xx1943: !D to the 10 was a great stroke Tomek

xx1943: if West had split the honours, the show is over, declarer takes the A and gives up a !D

xx1943: after winning the 10 you must apply the Blnko Coup and give up a !D voluntarily

xx1943: Blanko-Coup

mausie: what is Blanko Coup

xx1943: lol

finnigan1: more like who was Blanko

mausie: never heard :) 

xx1943: btw did you saw the fine hold up of the K of !H

xx1943: Blanko-Coup is when you play low from both hands to severe the communication

xx1943: what is the English word for this?

gillyfleur: sever

gillyfleur: cut

->gillyfleur: tty

finnigan1: White is the loose traslation for blanko

JohnTaylor: it might be similar to scissor coup

xx1943: now you can claim 9 tricks

finnigan1: no scisors deals with crossruffing

xx1943: qs?

gerd123: new volunteers?

mausie: when u have 9 Cards with A and K ..don't u play for the drop Al ?

xx1943: yes I do, if I need 5 tricks

xx1943: but if you need 4 tricks only you can apply this safety play

mausie: ok..thx

bennyzl->Kibitzers: why 4nt?

finnigan1->Kibitzers: falling in love with the hand 

Miksa: ok, undo this

xx1943: sry phone

xx1943: I sympathisize with Jim

gerd123: gl

xx1943: I had opened 1NT too

xx1943: and with 4333 I never Stayman just bid 3NT

Beachbaby: do you not open major with 5?

bennyzl: i open 1s what then 2s 3s?

xx1943: or 2NT if you like

gerd123: ok  

xx1943: I'm used to open EVERY 4333 4432 and 5332 in the rite range with 1 NT

xx1943: this is a very sharp weapon

xx1943: in this hand the 4!S contract is much better and easier

Beachbaby: thanks

sarahr: are we allowed to ask questions?

xx1943: now let us see how Jim wins this 3NT

xx1943: pls ask every q in pblic

xx1943: public

sarahr: i had been taught that it was better to open 1nt with 5 hearts as you have a rebid problem o ver whatever pard bids

sarahr: but with spades you can open 1s as you dont have the rebid problem, is that true or false?

xx1943: there are a lot of different meanings. It is a matter of taste

bennyzl: if you open 1s all how would you like the bidding to go?

sarahr: 1s-2s-2nt-4s?

->sarahr: y

sarahr: or if pard bids 1nt i can raise to 2nt

gerd123->Club: thx 

xx1943: Another example, where you should NOT hold up though rule of 7 tells to do so

finnigan1->Club: more like 1NT 2!c 2!s 2NT 3!S*= willing to play in game with 5 of suit

xx1943: ty Julien

finnigan1: wlc Al

xx1943: But if you were in 3NT you had to win

bennyzl: yes but how if you open 1s?

gerd123: gtg  

xx1943: why not hold up?

kyno40: but you can make 3 nt

sarahr: well on this hand, cant opener bid 3s on the way? i like finnigans idea

xx1943: 1) !D3 lead shows that the !DS are 4333, so you can lose 1!S and 3!Ds at most

xx1943: 2) after you lost a !D the !C-switch is deadly

kyno40: hi all

finnigan1: as I have mentioned before it is a question of style

xx1943: I said taste LOL

xx1943: more qs?

xx1943: #7

bennyzl: how will the bid go with 1s opening

kyno40: so i will make a fool out of myself

xx1943: 1!S 1N(forcing) 2NT 3!S 4!S

bennyzl: i dont play 1n forcing sorry

xx1943: 1!S 2!S 4!S

xx1943->Kibitzers:  sure that 3!S is forcing?

sarahr: i think the other hand has to bid 4s

xx1943: he is BLACKWOODING

xx1943: 1 or 4

kyno40: is that specific kings ?

jimcloh: n

xx1943: About BL or not BL and the answers and answers to 5NT we must make another lesson some time

sarahr: let him back up to 6nt:))

xx1943: 6NT is enough

xx1943: My suggestion for the bidding:

mausie: don't you use normal blackwood to ask for Kings ...not rkcb ? 

kyno40: 6c is wrong

xx1943: 2NT 3!C(Puppet) 3!D(4-card but no 5-card major) 3!H(4-card spades no 4-card hearts)

xx1943: 3NT(no !S 4-carder) 4!D(suit) 4!S(Hxx in !S) 6NT

->kyno40: we must talk another time

xx1943: now play 6NT

xx1943->Kibitzers: this is an easy hand with a lot of chnaces, which you hav eto combine

kyno40: wdp

xx1943: clap clap clap Jim

xx1943: you combined all your chances

jimcloh: Thx all

finnigan1: well counted out hand well done

xx1943: played the cards in the rite order

xx1943: last hand now

Miksa: claim, please

xx1943->Club: you'll find the hands on my site, after finish

kyno40: ty

xx1943: now it is plain sailing

kyno40->Club: yes ty

xx1943: bye all

jimcloh: Thx

mausie: thx Al :))

Miksa: ty, Al, great lesson

mausie: good session
