xx1943 (al) just opened a teaching table in the BIL.

"How to play a NT-contract"

He prepared 8 nice hands for you to play.

!H!H!H!H!H!H!H!H!H!H

xx1943: HNY everybody, nice to c u

Miksa->Kibitzers: Still in the good mood?

SillyBily->Kibitzers: Happy New Year and loadsofaces :)

hope: Happy New Year Al !H

xx1943: we'll start in 5 minutes

xx1943: brb

samdan: when is starting time :))

xx1943: Here we go

xx1943: good morning everybody

samdan: hi

xx1943: I found another 8 nice hands for you

xx1943: remember your only aim is do make your contract, forget overtricks. It is IMPs

hope: Miksa and I will gladly play

->hope: hop in

->hope: lol

hope: sorry I will play with Miksa

Miksa: next round

Miksa: or now?

samdan: do u want me to go ?

myrto: hi all

Miksa: ok, Nada, we will play the next rotation

xx1943: ok guys 

Miksa: no need to go, please play

xx1943: ok

xx1943: you were lucky winning the finesse

xx1943: but you played on a 50% chance only.

xx1943: You have to choose between the 2 red finesses and how to finesse !D

xx1943: You can improve your chances by playing A and K of !ds. If the Q falls which she does in 34% you are home without any finesse, if it not comes down, try the !H finesse

xx1943: this is what we call combine your chances

xx1943: btw

xx1943: the North hand is a clearcut opening 12HCP 2 Aces, 2.5 QT

xx1943: any qs?

xx1943: please all qs in public

Miksa: no

xx1943: #2

bwd1: nty

jaymac: what is 2.5 QT, please?

xx1943: we rotate after 2 hands

xx1943: You count your Aces and Ks as QuickTricks

jaymac: ty all

Molokai->Club: new table  all welco me

xx1943: this is an old fashioned method of evaluating the hand published by great Ely Culbertson in the 1920

xx1943: #2

jaymac: :) !!!

myrto: why  not 1nt samdan?

samdan: i usually open with 16 points :)

myrto: oh ok ty

xx1943: and -1

xx1943: mistake occured in trick1 as so often

bwd1: can we pls claim the hands so we can save?

xx1943: rule of 7 tells you to hold up twice with 5 cards 7-5=2, but only once with 2 szoppres

jaymac: These hands are full of possible finesses....when should they be attempted?

xx1943: that is exactly the question Jay

Miksa: finesse first West, while having a !h stopper

Miksa: and hope than later, finessing East, he can't return !h

djrr: ...or vice-versa. Identifying the dangerous hand is the second problem.

xx1943: rite 

xx1943: ...or vice-versa. Identifying the dangerous hand is the second problem.

jaymac: Not easy when they dont bid

xx1943: the lead of !H 7 cannot be 4th best 

samdan: should i have opened 1NT so that Nhand is down?

xx1943: it would be from QJ107(x) so the 7 is "top of nothing"

xx1943: you should open the South hand

xx1943: 1NT

xx1943: but that is not the clue of this hand

bankasor: can I play please?

->bankasor: next

bankasor: k, ty

xx1943: thsi time I need a WEST player to defend 

samdan: srry i thought i could only play 2 hands

xx1943: 8 HCP 5-carder with good interemdiates is aclera 3NT not only 2NT lol

Miksa: j!s at trick one?

xx1943: East played correct J from J98

Miksa: ok

xx1943: but declarer made a deceptive play

djrr->Club: Very sneaky, xx. We're never gonna get one of these right.

xx1943: now count declarers tricks:

bwd1: he has 9

xx1943: 2S + 4D + 2C + A of hearts or C Q makes 9 tricks 

xx1943: so desperate measures are called for

Miksa: yes

xx1943: declarer can recover by ducking the Q

xx1943: but that is another matter

xx1943: best was the deceptive conceiling Q of !S persuading West to play small !s, if the !D finesse doesn't work

xx1943: I#m not sure to find this at the table every time, but you must have seen such manoeuvre to know, that it exists

xx1943: ok Nada and Miksa next 2 hands

Miksa: save the hand?

xx1943: counting HCPs Mihailo lol

Miksa: yes :))

xx1943: correct

hope: glM

Miksa: ty. May I think alaoud, as this is teaching table?

Miksa: *aloud

xx1943: pls

Miksa: 3 in !s, 2 in !h, 1 in !C and 1 in !d makes 7 tricks

xx1943: I suggest all declarer "thinking loud"

xx1943: correct

xx1943: you need 2 more tricks

Miksa: best chances is !c

xx1943: correct

Miksa: the alternative is 3-3 in hearts

xx1943: but that is only 1 trick

Miksa: but for that seconf option I need another entry at dummy

Miksa: yes

xx1943: correct

Miksa: if 7 is fouth best, then West has 1 card greater than 7

xx1943: you need West having Kx o

xx1943: sry mistyped

Miksa: and East has AQ107 or AQ87 in diamonds

xx1943: or Q1087(x)

Miksa: West can have Q or, yes, A

xx1943: so you must hope the !C finesse is on

Miksa: yes. and I will duck first trick at dummy, having J saved for later

xx1943: no problem, if West has Kx or Kxx but if he has Kxxx you need a second entry to table

Miksa: yes.

djrr: Oops.

xx1943: while Mihailo is thinking 

bwd1: K under A to force entry?

Miksa: should I play !c from top, leacing !KS as entry later?

bwd1: trick 1 strikes again

xx1943: you need a second entry to dummy

xx1943: clap clap

Miksa: I see it now, yes

Miksa: thanks to suggestions from the gallery :)

xx1943: hokus pokus

xx1943: there is the second entry

Miksa: yes, and you teached us this, I was bad student :)

xx1943: rule of 11 told you, East must have Q1087(x) after West had the A

Miksa: didn't remember :)

Miksa: play on?

xx1943: yes

xx1943: #5

SillyBily: takes some nerves to drop a king :)

xx1943: yes

xx1943: you must have seen such things

Miksa: :))

Miksa: only have to think ... more :)

xx1943: Nada

djrr: Hmm... which Ace or King do we jettison this time? :-)

hope: y do not like that :)

Miksa: :))

xx1943: mihailo has 20-22 you got 13 HCPs 

xx1943: you have minimum 33

Miksa: will you play this hand, Nada?

Miksa: this is practice, please do

chicken->Kibitzers: do they play squeezes in the BIL? :)

hope: notks y play I BID

SillyBily: take 1 point off for balanced hand and 2 points for Bil membership   lol

Miksa: let's exchange seats

xx1943: welcome Torsten

chicken: hi all

Miksa: please seat North, Nada and play the hand

hope: 3!S

hope: 3!H

hope: 3!C

hope: 1!D

xx1943: 4!S I hope

hope: May be also !H

chicken: stimmt

xx1943: you have 4!S 3!H 1!D + 3!C = 11 tricks

xx1943: you need 1 more

xx1943: good chance if !Hs or !Cs are 33

xx1943: good news: !S are 33

xx1943: bad news !Hs are not West has the last !H

xx1943: and East the last !C

myrto: nooooooooooooooooo

myrto: !C

xx1943: what are Easts last 3 cards Nada??

bwd1: clap clap

gerd123: clap clap 

xx1943: endplays in 6NT are very rare, but the come up

Miksa: :) bravo

hope: thought K !D East :(

xx1943: don't play on a 50% chance if you have 100%

xx1943: you had the complete count of this hand

hope: Klinger teaches make all tricks you  can and than know what is where - well I missed :(

xx1943: ok #6 2 more candidates

hope: Tks Al yuou the best !H!H!H

SillyBily: ok to sit?

->hope: :)

xx1943: everyone may sit

xx1943: come on

chicken: :)

SillyBily: Morgen :)

chicken: ok?

->chicken: y

chicken: hi all

xx1943: count your tricks

SillyBily: typ

xx1943: how are the !Hs distributed??

xx1943: think loud Billy please

SillyBily: have 4 !D tricks and want to use !D as transortation

SillyBily: have 6 tricks..need 1 more

xx1943: correct 6 tricks

Miksa->Kibitzers: Did you notice how Al played !s?

SillyBily: oh well

SillyBily: down

xx1943: correct

xx1943: you got 6 tricks

xx1943: you'll make in the blacks a sure trick if you can persuade the opps to lead the suit 4 u

xx1943: you are lacking all intermediates and have only poor chances if you play the blacks yourself

SillyBily: yes

xx1943: count opps tricks 2!S + 2!H + 2!C 

Miksa: 2!h lead suggest hearts split 4-4

xx1943: correct Mihailo

bwd1: take !D exit with !H and wait

Miksa: elimination, favourite Al's technique :)

xx1943: clap clap

Miksa: nice :)

SillyBily: tried to be clever at first

bwd1: great

xx1943: another example of elimination in NT

xx1943: West is helpless he must play a black suit for declarer

xx1943: #7

SillyBily: I play it as nonforcing

xx1943: 2!C is forcing as without 1!S

xx1943: clap clap good bidding

xx1943: you pla ythe NT from the rite side

chicken: hehe

xx1943: but for teaching the clue let us make N declarer

xx1943: bid 2!H Billy please

SillyBily: gl p

chicken: typ

xx1943: it is always better, if your LHO has the dangerous suit

xx1943: therefore Billy should be declarer

chicken: ok.....

xx1943: but if you bid bad, you must play better

Miksa: :)

chicken: i have 4!c 3!d and the !h Ace

SillyBily: u get easy hand

djrr: Lesson #43: if your RHO bid, let partner bid NT. >:-)

chicken: its an Al hand, they are never easy

Miksa: :))

xx1943->Kibitzers: I'm wonderung, if Torsten will find te winning play

chicken: + 1!s

xx1943->Kibitzers: wondering

chicken: but i have to get off lead once top clear the !c

chicken: to

Miksa->Kibitzers: it's good for he is thinkink aloud

chicken: 4-3 !s doesnt hurt

chicken: but 5-2

bwd1: !S were overcalled

chicken: tx opps for bidding :)

Miksa: :)

djrr: Yay!

chicken: i hope that E has the !c ace

bwd1: :(

Deuce02->Kibitzers: That was the wrong play

xx1943: against normal defense Torsten's hold up would have worked

Miksa: so ok, now undo for declarer? :)

chicken: !h 3-3

chicken: and the !s ace

xx1943: another trick 1 problem

chicken: ah i c

xx1943: :)

chicken: i  will get 2!s tricks if i take the Q

xx1943: now the !ss are stopped twice

xx1943: or the tempo is lost

xx1943: must force out partners stop

chicken: claim?

xx1943: now he has enough tricks

xx1943: yes+

SillyBily: wdp

Miksa: nice :)

Miksa->Kibitzers: :)

chicken: 2!s 2!h 

chicken: 1!d

chicken: so i will need the !c anyway

chicken: why didnt he lead  his !s

chicken: the !d finesse will be off

chicken: one duck cant spoil the hand

xx1943: East is a dump player

bwd1: trick 1 strikes again.. thx Al.. must go..love to watch your team games .bernie

chicken: ok if the finesse is of i will loose

xx1943: rite

chicken: endplay again

chicken: looks like a doubleton

xx1943: hehehe

chicken: but W didnt open 2!h

xx1943: with xxx, jt98xx, xx, xx ?

chicken: so the !d finesse seems to be difinately off :-)

Miksa->Kibitzers: *now* ducking wouldn't hurt :)

->Miksa: correct

xx1943: -2

chicken: sometimes u are a mean guy al :-)

chicken: one more duck

Miksa: :) he is. for our good :)

xx1943: this is called delayed hold up

djrr: Thanks, xx.

xx1943: is necessary, if you cannot hold up at once

SillyBily: what are friends for chicken?  to torment u

chicken: i thought about it, but didnt assume an offbeat lead

xx1943: the only lead to beat you

chicken: on the other hand as i said before, if the duck doesnt spoil the hand, duck

xx1943: if I lead a !S you have time to set up the endplay

Miksa: right, but the first duck was dangerous

chicken: yep

xx1943: ty Torsten

Miksa: save the hand, please

xx1943: it is very easy to be clever, if you compose the hands

chicken: danke, hat spass gemacht

->chicken: bitte sähr

xx1943: ok guys and girls

xx1943: see you next week again

Miksa: thanks, Al!
