xx1943: Hello everybody. Today I prepared for you another 5 boards on HOW TO PLAY A SUIT-CONTRACT. We'll discuss every hand en detail after one of you has tried to execute the squeeze.

xx1943: Today's special topic is Squeeze

hope: !H!H!H

xx1943: All questions in public please.

xx1943: I suggest, that you set your kib setting so, that you kib SOUTH only!!!

isabable: hi

xx1943: Kib setting ok?

->isabable: !H

waldheini: y

->hope: :)

jimcloh: ok

btsplk: how to set for s only?

xx1943: To set the kibbing:

xx1943: click on the yellow gear in the bottom line

xx1943: click on the tab "At the table"

btsplk: done ty!

xx1943: In the case in the lower right side "When kibitzing" click "kibitz South"

xx1943: #1

xx1943: I need a volunteer to try to execute the first squeeze

xx1943: take your seat pls

xx1943: Hi Donnie

btsplk: hi

xx1943: you must sure with your partner waht to play after 1NT

xx1943: natural

xx1943: Cappaletti

xx1943: or DONT

btsplk: typ

xx1943->Club: hmhhh

xx1943: everyone an idea how to win this one?

xx1943: free your seat pls Donnie

btsplk: well i ti ssuppose dto be easy - o don'r finesse !C

xx1943: no the finesse cannot work

Miksa->Club: Al's (xx1943) teachi table opened here in BIL. Today's topic is HOW TO PLAY A SUIT-CONTRACT and the theme is squeeze

peterb370c: think you need to keep !hk !dj and !cT

xx1943: East must have 15 HCP atleast and you see 23, so West has a Q at most, but you see 4 Qs lol

->peterb370c: try it Peter

peterb370c: and !DAQ2

super01: take ace d and keep jack as threat

xx1943: 3!H is a nice bid imo

bilmanager (Lobby): => Club: !D!DAl's (xx1943) teachi table opened  in BIL. Today's topic is HOW TO PLAY A SUIT-CONTRACT and the theme is squeeze.Pls join !D!D

xx1943: East is afraid to be endplayed later, so he cashes all his sure tricks at once

xx1943: and sits back and waites to make one of his minor Ks

xx1943: without the 1NT opening the finesse in !Cs would be a 50% option and better than the squeeze play

super01->Kibitzers: take ace clubs then hearts then q spades throwing clubs from table

xx1943: clap clap clap

peterb370c: ty

xx1943: East tried last fool carding the !DK stiff

xx1943: now this is the crucial moment of the hand

xx1943: You must visualize the 3-card endposition:

xx1943: WEst: immaterial

xx1943: North !DAQ2 EAST !DKx, !CK and South !H6 !DJ !C10

xx1943: But to come to this ending you must cash your A of !Cs just now. 

xx1943: This unblocking play is called the "Coup Viennna"

xx1943: The coup transfers the !C mebace from N to S.

xx1943: hi Maureen

xx1943: But you need the high !C10 for this else West holds simply this card.

xx1943: look what happens without playing The !CA early

xx1943: now dummy must discard BEFORE East.

xx1943: Both menaces lie under the victim and he throws, waht you throw

xx1943: this ending would have worked against West but not against EAST sitting BEHIND the menaces.

xx1943: Any more questions to this?

btsplk: "menace??

xx1943: "menace" is a "threat"

btsplk: K!D K!C

btsplk: ahhh ty

xx1943: To perform a squeeze you need at least 1 1-card and 1 2-card-menace

xx1943: in our example the 2-card menace (With entry) is !DAQ and the 1-card menace is !C10

xx1943: the squeeze card is !H6

btsplk: gads I was reading it as "Men - Ace". . .pathetic:)

xx1943: now East is squeezed between zthe 2-card menace at dummy and the 1-card menace in your hand.

xx1943: ok

xx1943: please all questions in public

xx1943: more questions to this hand

xx1943: ?

sphere2->Kibitzers: does anyone else see N/S have an additional card

xx1943: I don't understand the questions

bwd1: Al would you claim pls so i can keep

xx1943: NS and West have played to the 11. trick and it is EAsts turn.

bwd1: ty :)

xx1943: #2

xx1943: 1 volunteer please

xx1943: Hi Karl

waldheini: sry all, i have no idea about squeeze -  hi AL THX!

xx1943: 4NT is quantitative showing 4333 and 10-11 HCP opener should bid 6 with maximum

xx1943: stop

xx1943: let us analyze the hand

xx1943: I ask questions and you answer

xx1943: How many tricks for sure?

ajm1: 11

peterb370c: 11

bwd1: 11

xx1943: 3!S+3!H+1!D+4!C

waldheini: 10

xx1943: chnaces for the 12?

xx1943: chances for the 12.?

fractal: 4th spade or 4th heart if 33 in opps

peterb370c: either major 3 - 3

xx1943: yes

jerripot: !h 3,3: !s 3,3

xx1943: if both majors were 3/3 you have 13 tricks

xx1943: If you were in 7 this is your only chance

xx1943: but in 6 you need only 1 to be 3/3 or

xx1943: you can squeeze one defender, if he guards them both

xx1943: ok Karl try it

peterb370c->Kibitzers: must duck 1 !d

xx1943: K for count

xx1943: A for attitude

xx1943: East shows how many !Ds he has.

dwagn: must handle !C first

xx1943: hmhh

xx1943: let us try once more

dwagn->Club: you missed a sure !C trick

xx1943: you had a nice start Karl

->dwagn: do you want to try?

dwagn: ok

xx1943: Karl free your seat pls

dwagn: but I

->dwagn: come on

dwagn: I've seen the cards already

->dwagn: no problem

xx1943: correct

xx1943: you must hold up the trick

dwagn: ty

isabable: al would a s lead now defeat it 

xx1943: to "rectify the count"

xx1943: very good to unblock the !cs first of all

fractal: shouldnt he remove the exit !D in east first?

dwagn: I don't know which one to dump

->fractal: sure

fractal: down too :(

dwagn: I mean here...

xx1943: now you are squeezed yourself before you can squeeze East

dwagn: I see

xx1943: ok try once more

xx1943: and play !HQ too

xx1943: it is easier to see waht happens lol

xx1943: sry phone

dwagn: ok

xx1943: you don't know, if East has 4!S too

xx1943: but you play "just in case"

xx1943: If he has both majors

xx1943: he is squeezed now

xx1943: squeeze card= !CQ

xx1943: 1-card menace !H5

xx1943: 2-card menace !SQ5

xx1943: the 2-card menace must be opposite the squeeze-card.

peterb370c: well done

xx1943: this is a "simple positional" squeeze

dwagn: ty

xx1943: working against East only, because both threats are in the South hand

xx1943: ty David

dwagn: ty

xx1943: But remember the first trick

xx1943: You had to rectify the count.

dwagn: what does "rectify the count" mean?

xx1943: If you have 2 losers left, East has an idle card (!D) to throw on the squeeze card and the squeeze would not work.

dwagn: sry, I must have missed it

dwagn: I see

xx1943: no pressure on EAST

xx1943: he could throw a !D without pain

xx1943: ok next one

xx1943: who wnats to try?

xx1943: #3

xx1943: hi Burak

frouu: hi

xx1943: please all welcome Mihailo who is me a great help in preparing the movies for you.

Miksa: thank you, Al, for your time and expertize

xx1943: 1403

frouu: oh ok :)

xx1943: btw I dislike RKCB with Jxx in an unbid suit

frouu: should I bid 4!c

frouu: ?

xx1943: but ok this is not a RKCB-lesson

xx1943: bid on

xx1943: count your tricks

frouu: 6!s 3!h 1!d 1!c or 2!d losers

xx1943: 6!S+3!H+2 minor Aces= 11

xx1943: correct

xx1943: there is no option for an 12. trick except a squeeze

xx1943: Who has got !DQ?

frouu: w

xx1943: sure

xx1943: He wouldn't leadd the K against a slam without the Q

xx1943: Who has !CK?

xx1943: nobody knows

xx1943: but you shouls assume, that WEST has !CK too

dwagn: why?

xx1943: if he has you can squeeze him in this endposition:

dwagn: ok

xx1943: WEST: !DQx !CK  dummy: !DAx  !CQ  you: !S2 !D J3

xx1943: try to come to this position

xx1943: correct

xx1943: you must rectify the count

frouu: I can't rectify later 

xx1943: you must assume WEST cards are !DQx and !CK

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: 3 essentials in this hand

xx1943: 1) Rectify the count

xx1943: 2) "Coup Vienna" Cash !CA early

xx1943: 3) Criss-cross you come back to the squeeze hand at the finish

xx1943: clap clap clap Burak

xx1943: very well done

xx1943: #4

frouu: ty

xx1943: hop in please

xx1943: we welcome my dear friend Julien

finnigan1->Club: hi folks

hope: welcome Julien

->finnigan1: wonna execute a double automatic ?

finnigan1: I was hiding up in the rafters lol

xx1943: come on

Miksa: Hi, Julien

xx1943: hi John

super01: good morning

xx1943: 8 playing tricks is close to a 2!C opening, but I would prefer 1!H

super01: norths bid

xx1943: tricks?

super01: 6h 1 s 1d 3c

xx1943: 1!S+6!H+1!D+3!C=11

xx1943: you need 1 more

xx1943: Who has got all the HCPs?

super01: west

xx1943: sure

xx1943: very good move to hold up the first trick

xx1943: rectify the count to exactly 1 loser

xx1943: this was a great move

xx1943: called "isolating the menace"

super01: hope east is out of spades

xx1943: If declarer didn't ruff the !S, EAST could guard the suit with his 10

xx1943: and we have the typical 3-card ending with both menaces in dummy

xx1943: 1-card menace: !S35 and 2-card-menace !D AJ

xx1943: BUT if you type in this hand in deep finesse it will tell you, 6!H cannot be made

xx1943: How can West defend 6!H now?

azerule: !d

fractal: eithe K or Q !D?

isabable: play a s then is entries to isolate the menace maybe

finnigan1: on a small point of interest, since both Al and myself like weak/comic NT North would of been the declarer with a 15% added edge to make as W would X 2!d as a lead director

xx1943: !D destroys the 2-card menace and you'll have no entry to the table later

isabable: oyes 

xx1943: now you cannou afford to ruff a !s

xx1943: you must assume, West started with 5 of them

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: last hand

xx1943: who wants to try?

sillyBily->Club: ty:)

xx1943: hi Billy

sillyBily: I am expert in squeezing lemons :)

Miksa: :)

Miksa: red or black colured?

sillyBily: my X is wrong

xx1943: you got 16 HCPO and after partner showing LTC 5-6 in !S with his jump you cannoit be content with 3NT only

xx1943: no the X is ok with your strength

sillyBily: lol

xx1943: X and then 6NT is my suggested bidding

xx1943: 2!S+2!H+2!D+5!C tricks

xx1943: nope 3!S

xx1943: 3!S+2!H+2!D+5!C = 12tricks

xx1943: now test the !S just in case they are 3-3 distributed

xx1943: correct

xx1943: first unblock the !cs

xx1943: ouch West has got 5 of them

sillyBily: I give up :)

xx1943: ok

sillyBily: ty

xx1943: let me in

xx1943: sry phone again

peterb370c: is this a double sq?

->peterb370c: yes

xx1943: ok

xx1943: we know :

xx1943: East has got a 6-carder in !H and a singleton !S

xx1943: so we have the typical situation for a double squeeze

xx1943: we need 2 1-card menaces and 1 2-card menace

xx1943: Let us visualize this endposition

xx1943: WEST: !S10 !DQJ 

xx1943: North: !S3 !D3 !C2

xx1943: EAST !HQ !D89

xx1943: South: !H3 !DK6

xx1943: cash the !h (Coup Vienna)

xx1943: unblock the !cs

xx1943: Now we have the above described 3-card ending

xx1943: East must throw a !D, else declarer last !H is high

xx1943: and declarer throws his NOW useless !H

xx1943: now WEst is under pressure

xx1943: if he throws his !S , dummy's !S3 makes a trick

xx1943: so me must throw a !D too

xx1943: this is called a DOUBLE SIMULTANEOUS squeeze
