xx1943: The first three hands are easy ones.

xx1943: Those of you, you know the basics of a squeeze can execute them

xx1943: You can test, what you learned last sessions.

xx1943: The last 3 are a bit more complicated an show some new features

xx1943: All questions in public please.

xx1943: All questions in public please.

xx1943: All questions in public please.

xx1943: I suggest, that you set your kib setting so, that you kib SOUTH only!!!

xx1943: Everyone knows, how to do that??

isabable: r

xx1943: Kib setting ok?

Berrysmart: no

xx1943: click on the yellow gear in the bottom line

xx1943: In the case in the lower right side "When kibitzing" click "kibitz South"

xx1943: ok now?

xx1943: be sure with your pd, that 3D is forcing.

xx1943: no comments to the bidding pls

SillyBily: ouch

xx1943: it is often, that you need a squeeze, because pd bid too much.

xx1943: count your tricks Billy

SillyBily: 11

SillyBily: + ruff

xx1943: 3S+1H+3D+2C+1C-ruff= 12

xx1943: correct

xx1943: where can the 13 come from?

SillyBily: may be !D 3-3

Berrysmart: heart?

xx1943: correct and if not look for a squeeze

xx1943: ok let us do the easy things first

xx1943->Kibitzers: would be better first to draw exactly 2 rounds of trumps

xx1943: correct

xx1943: the lead may be from a 6-carder and the overruff is possible

Berrysmart: I'm at a teaching table in the bil, learning how to do a squeeze

xx1943: now you know, East has the last !D

xx1943: the discard of !HK must be  a fake

xx1943: He would never throw the K from Kxx so early

SillyBily: yes

xx1943: he saw he is coming in a squeeze and try to disturb you

xx1943: your only chance after !Ds are 3-3 is that EAST has gor the KQ of !H too.

SillyBily: yes

xx1943: bravo

Berrysmart: very nice

SillyBily: hehe  second lucky

SillyBily: ty

xx1943: not lucky 

xx1943: playing on the only chance

xx1943: #2

xx1943: #2

xx1943: next declarer please

liushuai: the only chance?

xx1943: click on South to play

xx1943: yes only chance

mcpomlady: hi Albrecht

xx1943: hi Eminella

xx1943: #2

mcpomlady: I am new here   lol

mausie: :)

xx1943: 5NT is agrand invite forcing to 6

mcpomlady: ah tks  al

xx1943: showing 4333 and about 20 HCP

xx1943: opener must bid 6NT with minimum and 7 with maximum

xx1943: Count your tricks Eminella

mcpomlady: all there al

xx1943: 3!S+3!H+3!D+3!C=12

mcpomlady: ah  ok 

xx1943: you need one minor distributed 3-3

xx1943: or a squeeze in the minors

xx1943: ok WEST has the last !D

mcpomlady: i know

xx1943: you must make all tricks lol

mcpomlady: which one pls?

xx1943: if you play a !C now, you lose your entry

xx1943: your only hope now is !Cs are 3-3 OR WEST has 4 of them

xx1943: so you need the !CA3 as 2-card menace

xx1943: cash your major-winners ending in South

xx1943: you had the typical 3-card ending with a 1-card menace in !Ds in the hand with the squeeze card and a 2-card-menace opposite

mcpomlady->Club: so first  finesse  !d to Q

xx1943: you have to forsesee this ending in your earlier play 

xx1943: no finesse in !DS

xx1943: ok #3

xx1943: hi

liushuai: hi Albrecht 

xx1943: Xfer to clubs

xx1943: answers:

mojila: 3!C

liushuai: ok

xx1943: 2NT: Hxx in !Cs or better, 3!C: no !C-support

tipi2: super accept?

xx1943: yes 2NT is superaccept

xx1943: responder is asking not for min/max only for !C support.

xx1943: so 2NT is correct even with min 4333

xx1943: cuebid slamtry in !C or NT

xx1943: !C are confirmed

xx1943: anothe cue

xx1943: guess you bid enough with your minimum 4333 signoff in 3Nt

xx1943: North has only 16HCP, but a nice 5-carder and 2 10s and knows, pd has !CK

xx1943: count your tricks

liushuai: 11 

xx1943: 2!S+3!H+1!D+5!C=11

xx1943: the 12. can come only from a squeeze in the reds or stiff !SQJ

xx1943: or !DKQ with WEST

xx1943: sry

xx1943: no squeeze in the reds

xx1943: !H-!S- squeeze

xx1943: Analyze the lead please

xx1943: who has the !S honors?

JinxII: W if leading 4th

xx1943: cannot be 4th

JinxII: nope

liushuai: 98x ?

xx1943: 11-9=2 and you are looking on 3 cards higher than the 9

xx1943: yes can be only top of nothing.

xx1943: Who has the !S honors then?

liushuai: so in east?

isabable: east

xx1943: yep

sbogies: can be MUD J 9 5

xx1943: 1) DONT play MUD

xx1943: 2) NEver lead from Jxx or Jxxx against a slam

xx1943: no assume East has QJ

mausie: what about from K109x ...lead 9 promises 2 higher cards ?

xx1943: now you can either squeeze WEST in the majors, if he has 4 hearts along with his !S honors are try a double squeeze with !Ds a pivot, when West has 4+ !Hs

xx1943: anyway you must take the first spade and....................................................

liushuai: squeeze is play all large ,then u will find another? :)

xx1943: yes in principle, not always so easy

xx1943: you have 2 loser athe moment and for the squeeze to work the count must be correct

isabable: maybe isoalte the menace

JinxII: id still play the 10 , pushes an honor out

xx1943: you must not have more than excatly 1 loser in a normal squeeze

xx1943: no if you take the 10, WEst can hold on his 3. !S crad and there is no pressure on East

JinxII: but if you play 4!s you use your K

JinxII: and E has JQ

xx1943: yes

xx1943: and if he has 4+ !Hs you can squeeze him. but if you waste the 10 WEST can control the !S.suit with 987

sbogies->Lobby: /-

liushuai: sry i have work ,have to go ,sr Albrecht ,bye all

xx1943: another player?

JinxII: why not

xx1943: hi Arthur

JinxII: hi

mausie: u still @ lessons with Bob?

JinxII: win high or low the ?

xx1943: now cash all your !Cs

xx1943: you can throw !S3 and !D3

xx1943: now you must guess, who has 4+ !H

JinxII: id guess W

xx1943: you cannot squeeze East in !D and !S because he sits over dummy with both suits

xx1943: so you r only hope now is that EAST has 4+ hearts and the !Sj

xx1943: so you must play a !D now

xx1943: sry

xx1943: you watch the pis exactly and know for sure, if the !D6 is high

gerd123: why K!d from W?

xx1943: to disturb declarer

xx1943: K and 7 are equal high

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: ok ty

xx1943: the menace are divided between dummy and declarer, so this was a simple automatic squeeze

xx1943: #4

xx1943: you lost 3 tricks already and have a sure !S loser too

xx1943: let us look for a squeeze then

xx1943: !D8 is a 1-card menace against WEST

xx1943: if WEST holds the !SQ AK2 oposite Jxx are a menace against him too

xx1943: if East has !Sq you can execute a double squeeuze with !Cs as pivot-suit, but the menace must be the !SJ in your hand

xx1943: so you have to execute the "Coup Vienna" and cash the high !Ss before the squeeze card

xx1943: now WEST must hold his !D10

xx1943: and therefore discard a !C

xx1943: dummy thros the useless !D

xx1943: and WEST has to hold !SQ and discard a !C too

bennyzl: but on first lead after ace d if west doesnt continue diamonds then -1?

xx1943: I change the hand and show you how the simple squeeze against WEST works

xx1943: question: but on first lead after ace d if west doesnt continue diamonds then -1?

xx1943: rite, if you continue !C and after the second !D a second !C you destroyed my entries for the double squeeze.

bennyzl: any way for west to know that?

xx1943: West has an idle card

->bennyzl: difficult

xx1943: declarer mad an error

xx1943: he must cash the !C before

xx1943: now if WEST holds !D10 and !SQ he is squeezed

xx1943: so you have to decide wether you assume East has the !SQ and play a double squeeze

xx1943: or if WEST has that card and you play a simples queeze with a divided mebace in !ss

xx1943: Not easy to decide

xx1943: perhaps maybe a hint, that WEST didn't open

xx1943: but 4333 with HCp is not a opening imo

xx1943: so it is a sort of guess

xx1943: ok

xx1943: #5

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: !S seem to be 5-3

xx1943: and if I set up the !DS I lose 4!S+1!D

xx1943: if WESt doesn't cash his !S winners now, declarer can easyily set up !D tricks

xx1943: and if EAst started with 4!Hs originally he is caught in a squeeze now

xx1943: In this hand cashing his !Ss WEST squeezed his partner.

xx1943: This is calle d a suicide squeeze.

xx1943: #6

xx1943: you know WEST has got !SK

xx1943: if you assume, he has !CQ as well he is in trouble

xx1943: now you know the K will come down

xx1943: and the hand is high

xx1943: now you have to guess, if !Ss were 3-3 originally or if West was caught in a criss-cross-squeeze

xx1943: and dummy is high

xx1943: you see squeeze is a very complicated endgame.

bwd1: al please claim :)

xx1943: You must know the technique and visaulize the diffrent endings, but you must also guess where the high-cards and distributions are.

bwd1: ty :)

xx1943: ok this was the next to last lesson about squeezes.
