xx1943: I recommend you to make your kib-setting so,  that you ONLY KIB SOUTH: Does everyone know, how to manage this?

xx1943: All set "kibbing South"????

xx1943: ok #1

xx1943: I need a keen player

xx1943: make your plan

xx1943: and think loud if possible

nome: gert the trumps out

nome: no loser in H

xx1943: y

xx1943: 1D and 3C

nome: one loset in D and two in c

xx1943: how will you manage to lose only 2 !C?

nome: that is my problem now and thinking

nome: dump one on losing diamod

nome: no that is stupid talk

xx1943: If you play the !Cs yourself, you must find an opponent holding A AND K the chance is 25%.

fractal: draw trumps, play hearts and throw them in on the loser !D?

xx1943: This is a typical situation jxx opposite Qxx where you want opponents would lead the suit

->fractal: sure

xx1943: try to eliminate side suits and throw in

xx1943: draw trumps is good

fractal: but if defence is good they wont play the clubs

xx1943: ok

xx1943: finally you played the !Cs yourself

fractal: oh got it :) sry

xx1943: let opponents do your job

xx1943: throw them in with a !D

xx1943: now they are helpless.

nome: how can i get one club her

xx1943: they must open the !Clubs for you and you have a sure trick or give you ruff and sluff

xx1943: why the Q???????????????

xx1943: play low and you must make a trick

nome: i did not it 

xx1943: and a sure trick 4 u

xx1943: you can discard one of the losing clubs

xx1943: well done

xx1943: ok next player #2

nome: I have problem with the clib play

xx1943: Jacoby

xx1943: better 3NT showing 18-19 5332

xx1943: but 3!S is ok too shows more than minimum

gerd123: good hand without shortness

joseye: the bidding doesn't match with the hands on my board

gerd123: i thought that 3NT shows 12-15 and balanced

xx1943: question: the bidding doesn't match with the hands on my board

xx1943: nope with 12-15 balnaced bid 4!S

xx1943: what doesn't match?

xx1943: 4!D shows diamond control, slam interest and no !C control

xx1943: 4H shows both !H AND !C control 

xx1943: RKCB 1403

nome: are we allowed to ask?

fractal: hope diamonds break 33 and throw losing club on 4th diamond?

->fractal: yep

fractal: nice in theory but they never do break like that lol

xx1943: sure every question is welcome

nome: was the 5!H the correct bid in response to4NT

nome: 5!D

xx1943: we answer 1403 and he has 3 keys (the 3 Aces)

xx1943: ok trumps are out

xx1943: sry you were rite

xx1943: my fault

xx1943: play trump again

xx1943: hearts are stripped

xx1943: now we hope !Ds are 3/3

xx1943: both opponents show even count. Are they both falscarding?

pamvi: can u please explain 1 club opening bid. thanks?

nome: is 4!H really doable?

mary 1: indeed,but lucky

xx1943: Seems you have 2!S and 2!D loser

xx1943: the A of !S is with WEST for sure (bidding)

nome: "seems" is my problem

nome: what clue makes this hand a good candidate for endplay?

xx1943: the J of spades, because you know West has the Q

Paige_R: A Q

xx1943: it is always good idea to give opponents their tricks after you took away their exit cards

xx1943: now WEst has an exit card left in !C

nome: the opening lead is the first clue I guess

xx1943: yep

xx1943: correct that is the clue

xx1943: great

xx1943: now WEST has no more a !C exit

xx1943: !D K is with WEST

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: now the endplay works

xx1943: West must play from his !DK or give a ruff and sluff

nome: if E had the K then it would have been CURTAIN

xx1943: yep

xx1943: but after the lead you know, who has !SQ

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: well done

nome: is therre a way to know whenre the !DK is ?

xx1943: Cue bid and slam interest

xx1943: 2 keys no !HQ

xx1943: 1 key

xx1943: You could ask for the !HQ but ok

pamvi: how do i bid for Qhts

xx1943: 5!D were the question for !HQ

xx1943: now test the !Hs

xx1943: grrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrr

xx1943: no problem, if the !Cs are 3/2

xx1943: test the side suits first

xx1943: now West has an exit card

xx1943: just in case !Cs are 4-1 you must strip the !Ss first

xx1943: b4 giving West the lead, you have to eliminate his exits

xx1943: now test the !C

xx1943: and ruff and sluff

xx1943: or

xx1943: now finally play a !H and he must give you a ruff and sluff

drgarie2xx: so asto see only only plarer and dummy 

xx1943: now he has no exit card

xx1943: well done

xx1943: 1) strip all side suits

xx1943: 2) give opp the lead in the critical suit (here trumps)

xx1943: 3) Let him choose to lead up into your tenace or give you ruff and sluff. lol

xx1943: ok last hand #8

drgarie2xx: is this discovery?

pamvi: thanks al

xx1943: discovery?

xx1943: ty Amit

xx1943: #8

xx1943: next player pls

fractal->Kibitzers: very sorry, have to go - Al thanks for the great session, extremely helpful :) 

xx1943: your welcome

mausie: Thx dear Al... glad 2 see u have so many new Billie followers now !H(*+*)!H ..see u again soon..last night good  ladder game 

xx1943: no discussion about the bidding please

bennyzl: lol

xx1943: 4!S is not strong enough bid

xx1943: seems you have 2 sure !H loser

xx1943: but how are the !Hs distributed?

xx1943: Who has !HJ? who has !HK?

nome: #2 requirement is stripping the suit(S) correct?

xx1943: they are ditributed for sure

xx1943: correct nome

xx1943: not good

xx1943: if EAST had K9 of hearts now, WEST could throw the J

xx1943: draw not more than necessary

xx1943: sure eliminate the minors

xx1943: and hope for divided honors

xx1943: let me sit Binyamin 

xx1943: ty

xx1943: well done

xx1943: guess they lead not a !H

xx1943: now your only chance is the hope someone has Kx in 1!H

mary 1: unblock

xx1943: everybody at the table has seen, what you were doing by stripping the minors

xx1943: and he knows, he'll be endplayed next trick

xx1943: so the only hope: WEST has got QJ of !H

xx1943: therefore you must play a !H at trick 2

xx1943: now it is very difficult to see for East that he must throw his K away to prevent an endplay in trick 9

xx1943: and if he does in this this situation clap clap clap

xx1943: ty all 

xx1943: c u next week
