xx1943: I recommend you to make your kib-setting so,  that you ONLY KIB SOUTH: Does everyone know, how to manage this?

isabable: we the 18

isabable: 28

isabable: i like this topic al

xx1943: kob setting to South ok?

xx1943: kib

xx1943: We discuss the bidding only shortly. This is a lesson on play the cards.

isabable: r

xx1943: Please all questions in public, else I have to copy and paste it.

xx1943: ok

xx1943: #1

xx1943: a volunteer needed for declarer on South

nome: nome

xx1943: ho in

xx1943: hop

JanaDe: i'm up after midnight

xx1943: what do you think about this !D 7

xx1943: what is WESTs holding probably?

JanaDe: smell a rat

azerule: leading dummy's suit so singleton?

xx1943: yes prob singleton maybe from QJ87 but I don't think so

xx1943: so seems you have 2H and 2D losers

JanaDe: y

xx1943: let us see how Jana will overcome

xx1943: to draw trumps is a good idea

BB1: no

JanaDe: why

xx1943: you must eliminate the clubs to prepare the endplay

BB1: eliminate

nome: you missed the last lesson then

xx1943: yep

xx1943: let opponents play !Ds 4 you

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: if you take the trick, you must give 2 !ds

JanaDe: y

xx1943: now EAST is endplayed finally

xx1943: he can give you a ruff and sluff in !C or play in the !D tenace

xx1943: ty Jana

JanaDe: ty

xx1943: #2

xx1943: next player

xx1943: hi nome

nome: hi

xx1943: Jacoby

xx1943: 4+ spades

xx1943: gameforce

xx1943: asking for shortness

xx1943: 4!C shows a black 2-suiter

xx1943: shortness is singleton or void

xx1943: your bid is 3!SS, that means more than minimum

xx1943: 4!S would be show minimum

xx1943: cuebid

xx1943: 2 keys + !SQ

nome: you don't haave ace of !D

xx1943: correct

xx1943: sure I have A of !Ds and KQ of !SS

Miksa: North myst have !DA

Miksa: sorry

xx1943: you could have asked for more Ks and If I had shown !H K as well, you could try 7

xx1943: the hand looks easy, if !Ds are 3/2

xx1943: but if they are are 4/1 you have 2 red losers

nome: 1H and one C

xx1943: no !C

xx1943: 1!H and 1!D

xx1943: in that case you must hope to have some sort of endplay

xx1943: correct you need the !H as exit

xx1943: now draw trumps and eliminate !Cs

nome: D finness id out of question I guess

xx1943: yes

xx1943: you hope for diamond 3/2

BB1: 1 time !D first?

nome: the odd are?

xx1943: odds for 3/2 are 66%

xx1943: try to play a diamond honor in this situation

KeldKn: 67,83

xx1943: the 10 is very good news

xx1943: if the 10 is singleton, WEST has J9x leftand he will be endplayed

xx1943: now play a !H

xx1943: if East takes this trick, he must give you a ruff and sluff

xx1943: now assume, WEST has J)x

xx1943: J9x

xx1943: now it is plain sailing

nome: i hope I remember next time 

xx1943: clap clap clap

xx1943: you need the 8 and the 7 for this coup

nome: what gave me the clue that west had only one D

xx1943: and the singleton must be J, 10 or 9

gerd123->Kibitzers: hi everyone 

gerd123: hi Al

xx1943: or you can persuade an uncautious EAST to play a high card from J109x, therefore the play of a round of !Ds should come from table against KQ

xx1943: hi Tomek

xx1943: Ty nome

xx1943: #3

nome: ty

xx1943: next player please

xx1943: come on.................................

xx1943: Minor-suit stayman

xx1943: asking for 4 or 5card minor suit

xx1943: bid your suit at the 4 level

xx1943->Kibitzers: I hope you see the pattern

xx1943->Kibitzers: the magic AQ9

xx1943: seems you have a 75% chance

xx1943: 1 of 2 finesses must be on

xx1943: but you can do better

xx1943: Better first draw trumps, just in case WEst had led a singleton

xx1943: is ok

xx1943: you have so much trumps

xx1943: don't risk an overruff

nome: no curtain yet :)

xx1943: play A first then trump to the table, just in case you have to draw 3 rounds

xx1943: now you can try both finesses for 75%

xx1943: but you have a sure win with an endplay

xx1943: the magic AQ9

xx1943: grrrr

KeldKn: try ace, king and jack of !H

xx1943: no

xx1943: and -1

chicken: ich sehe auf ost nur die !c Q

chicken: und auf W gar nix

->chicken: geh rauus und komm wieder

SillyBily: 9

xx1943: this is the criticak play

xx1943: critical

xx1943: AQ9 is sooooooooooooooo nice

drgarie2xx: play low s

xx1943: and WEST is helpless

xx1943: WEst must give you a trick with !HJ or !SQ no matter where their honors are

xx1943: he is endplayed

nome->Club: ty

SillyBily: what if E has T!S

xx1943: IF East plays !S 10

SillyBily: same

xx1943: Now the 9 does her work

SillyBily: ty

xx1943: if declarer has only AQ8 and EAst is lazy you insert the 8

xx1943: but if EAst play 9 10 or J you are doomed

nome: and if 10 and 7 S were switched then Curtain regardless

xx1943: yes

xx1943: hi

xx1943: hi George

nome: how would I smell that?

drgarie2xx: hi al

xx1943: you are too weak for xx imo

xx1943: you have a nice !S suit

drgarie2xx: right

xx1943: LTC 9 should pass if partner bids only 2!S

xx1943: 2!H 2-3!C 1!D and 0-1!S loser

xx1943: this cry to give opponets the lead

xx1943: you have nothing to ruff and noi suit to etsablish

xx1943: brb door

xx1943: the A is correct

xx1943: now don't try anything, give opponents the lead in !H

xx1943: and East is endplayed the first time

xx1943: If he plays trump, he guesses you the Q

xx1943: clubs etsablish a trick and

xx1943: diamonds you have to guess right

drgarie2xx: did i ?

xx1943: If East is a weak player you can assume the Q is from QJ, but if I play the Q you should play on "split -honors", as you would, if he had played low

xx1943: now you must play on split honors 

xx1943: you havne't got the 8, so the 10 is a mistake

xx1943: split honors are the best percentage

xx1943: 50%

drgarie2xx: trumps now?

xx1943: 25% East both and 25% WEst both

xx1943: yes now 2 rounds of trumps ending in dummy, !D finesse and exitbin trumps

xx1943: K

bennyzl: why k? can t asume pts in east after dbl?

xx1943: correct Binyamin, but you have more cahnce with an endplay

xx1943: and ruff and sluff or !C

xx1943: You can win such contracts with finessing, but endplays are much more fun imo

xx1943: Try to endplays 

drgarie2xx: yes more fun

xx1943: They are in every second hand to find lol

xx1943: t losers and opponents must make you a gift twice

xx1943: #5

xx1943: next player

drgarie2xx: should i leave?

xx1943: Welcome all Torsten (chicken) he teaches bridge at his school

SillyBily: hi chicken :)

xx1943: 2H 1S and 1D loser

xx1943: only possibilty is a trump endplay

xx1943: you must cash 3C 2D ruff the last heart and exit in !D

xx1943: you neeed your trump honors for the endplay

bennyzl: not criticizing the player ussing it as a opurtounity to discus with you

->bennyzl: ??? Did I something wrong?

bennyzl: no lol sorry was privete

xx1943: you need the heart to reduce your trumps

xx1943: after EAst had thrown a !C in trick 3, it was necessary to cash the !Cs at once

xx1943: no cahnce

xx1943: you lose a !S and a !D

xx1943: -1

xx1943: last 2 tricks to the opps

nome: one curtain

drgarie2xx: miscouted

xx1943: play !DA the to !DK, ruff a !H and exit with !D

SillyBily: lol

xx1943: opps must play the trumps for you

xx1943: exit with !D

xx1943: now their trump trick vanishes

drgarie2xx: end play again

xx1943: and you play on split honors again, even if EAST plasythe J

xx1943: split honrs are 50%

xx1943: calp clap clap

xx1943: this is called a "trump-endplay"

xx1943: ty George

xx1943: #6

SillyBily: very interesting. never saw it be4

drgarie2xx: shoul i leave?

xx1943: stay

drgarie2xx: ok

bennyzl: i would also like a chance to try

->bennyzl: next hand

nome: in all hns opps do play as we wish them to

xx1943: Jacoby again

xx1943: 3NT now shows 18-19 HCP with 5332

xx1943: 1 or 4 keys

btbaruch: thanks

xx1943: I don'T understand this bidding

xx1943: you ask for keys, hear that they are all there and signoff in 5!S

nome: would it help to ask for Kings?

btbaruch: Doesn't 5C mean no Aces, why didn't North say 5D?

bennyzl: no

drgarie2xx: 1h,1c loser

xx1943: we are playing RKCB with 1403

xx1943: 5D shows 0 or 3 and 5!C 1 or 4 keys

xx1943: this has a slight advanage sometimes

xx1943: yes

xx1943: 2 losers and no chnace to ruff or establish suits, so the only chance is an endplay

drgarie2xx: endplay is only chance

xx1943: yes and before we decide how to execute, let us find out as much as possible about the distribution

nome: is the H the eit suit?

nome: exit

xx1943: maybe !H is exit suit, maybe !C

xx1943: trumps

nome: when and how we determin that

xx1943: find out the distribution as much as possible

nome: there is my weakness of many

xx1943: now you have no more communicationin trumps

xx1943: you should guard the A of !S 

xx1943: just in case you need an entry to table

xx1943: play !SK and !Q

xx1943: !SQ

xx1943: notified WEst has 1!S

xx1943: notified: East started with 2 !DS therefore WEST with 5

xx1943: ouch

xx1943: west started with 1156 distribution

xx1943: and EAST with 2623

xx1943: who is more likely to have !CK?

xx1943: East or WEST?

bennyzl: doesnt mater if east has it your dead

xx1943: the chance is 6:3 that WEST has the the K

xx1943: If East has it, I'll give him the lead with a heart

xx1943: and if West has it, Iplay 2 rounds of !Cs to endplay him

bennyzl: why 6.3?

bennyzl: why more chance in west?

xx1943: We know WEST has 6 !C cards and EAST only 3

xx1943: so the odds are 6 : 3

bennyzl: wouldnt it normaly apear in bidding?

xx1943: no

xx1943: opponents were silent in the idding

xx1943: bidding

xx1943: I found the distribution by counting

bennyzl: i mean in normal tourny east west will keep silent?????

xx1943: and West must give me a ruff and sluff

nome: why W did not take it with king?

xx1943: misclick

xx1943: and endplay

bennyzl: he wanted to avoid the end play lol

Miksa: :)

nome: lol

xx1943: i mean in normal tourny east west will keep silent?????

nome: they follow your orders

xx1943: yes I think so Westr should not bid red aginst white unusual

xx1943: we must hurry a bit

bennyzl->Club: they say 6-5 come alive:)

bennyzl->Kibitzers: my turn to do bad:)

xx1943: oh no we have not time enough for this hand

xx1943: look it up in my site later

xx1943: 3D is a feature not necessary a suit

xx1943: no problem if hearts are 3/2

bennyzl: i know they are 4-1 at least lol

xx1943: yep

xx1943: first test the hearts

xx1943: your only chance is and endplay against WESTwith an established !C trick

bennyzl: yes so whay not 3d tricks?

xx1943: now discard !DJ on !CQ

Miksa: create entry

xx1943: if you cash your 3 !DS you'll lose 2 !HS lol

xx1943: if you now discard your !DJ WEST must give you 2 more tricks at the table

bennyzl: but if 3d first what will he play? 

xx1943: now he must play a minor to the table

xx1943: if you had played 3 !DS b4, he could exit with a !D

bennyzl: ah sorry didn’t count the d correct

xx1943: bye all

xx1943: I'm in hurry

nome->Club: ty

SillyBily: ty for great lesson
