Few remarks to declarerplay and defense in the match against Precison Billies May 08. 2007
MOVIE
First of all: Clap clap clap to  agrreat win. Success is all, what counts.

#2 It is doubtful to double 5H. They made a move to slam deliberately, but you must beat the contract at least twice:
After wining the spade K the diamond return was a fine move to cut communication with the table. But after the overruff a trump is obligatory. You can count declarers distribution for sure 2514 (pd showed odd number of clubs with the 3).
You can test declarers nerves by playing a small heart and take the risk that he finesses the 8 and can discard the remaining club on D. So he fails -1 or even -3.
You you assure -2 by returning the 8.
AND after you returned D8, don’t cover the heart 6. Decalrer can’t know, that the trumps are 5/0 (you didn’t x). He’ll take an honor. You hold up the next honor and make A and 8 of hearts.
#8 Very interesting board in bidding, declarerplay and defensive play. 
Without trump after 2Ds you make 5H in a cross-ruff.
The only defense to beat 5S double dummy is to lead a second club after the lead or after cashing your 2 Aces,
In 5S after the actual defense you must try to count WESTs distribution. From the bidding and play you know he has exactly 4S 4-5H and 1-2 clubs so remain 2-4 diamonds. Therefore you should go to table with 2 rounds of diamonds and continue the suit until WEST ruffs. After your overruff you draw his last trump and reach dummy’s high diamonds with  a club-ruff.
You were unlucky in finding West with stiff club, but you knew he had at least 2 Ds.
Oliver played the hand along this lines at the other table and EAST made his life easier by discarding club 10 and another.
#14 You made 7D, because you found QJx in spades, but your contract is sure as long as the hearts are distributed 4/3. You should establish hearts. There are enough entries to table. HA, SK and 2 ruffs.
Very lucky this one.
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
