Review by Andrea

Hi, congratulations teammates for good game and win.
I will write also review so we can compare our thoughts

Board 1

Bad bid from me leads to small loss because game in diamonds is good if hearts break good.

Nothing more to add to this cause maybe 3nt has play but also depends on various types of defense and offense, 8 tricks seem possible and where is 8 there is also 9.

Board 2

Good stop by us but also I think we should play spade partscore rather than NT. 

Board 3

Big loss for our team opps bid good slem, so I will write my opinion for our table. With Zoran's hand it's possible to open 1 diamonds matter of style and probably not a winning option. After opp's open 1 spade I think I have to bid 2 diamonds then we would probably play 5 but hardly 6. Also I think that on 4 hearts all around I could make a t.o double but I decided to stay low and try to defeat the contract. Some bad luck and probably decision not to overcall 2 diamonds was the wrong thing to do.

Board 5

Easy game bid by us and good decision to interfere on the other table. Takeout double is normal little bit agressive but also problematic if partner has hearts. Non vul I think its a good bid because we have 2 possible spots to play and we are interffering in there bidding.
Board 6

3nt game bid at our table a bit pushy but we have points. If spades behave it's peace of cake to make 9 or even 10 tricks.

Board 8

Preempt at our table made our opps come to slem that isnt good. Normal bidding would be 1H-(3D)-4D-4H-ppp and I think it's pretty simple with our bidding methods. At your table I don't like 4 hearts because possible slem is easy if partner has just a little better hand. I am not familiar with your bidding methods so it was a good score in the end.

Board 9
I think I should have made a t.o double on second turn of bidding and now I was feeling that I should bid to 5 clubs. If you have lin file its possible to escape for 1 down after trick 7 when Zoran must play crossruff line to score a trump coup against E. I am not sure if this line is better then this to pull trumps. Maybe I shouldnt bid 5 clubs but we are non vul and they are so…

Board 10

Bad defense from our opps made game very easy to make the spades in isolation should be played small to ace and after small to queen, after the heart has been cashed by opps.

Board 13

I made an agressive t.o double because of my major holdings, maybe the vulnerability wasn't so good, but I decided that we could interfere with our major suits.

Board 14
At our table opps made good lead for us and slem was made easily, on your table I think Binyamin should take K of clubs because if he has Q of diamonds he would surely take because he would be afraid to be in squeeze and later endplayed. In the end declarer founds out that diamonds are 4-3 so its percentage to play finesse like he did.

Hi Andrea, thanks for the review. It is very interesting to get your point of views. I do agree on most of your comments except for hand 1 where I think you are overly optimistic to consider game in minor or NT with a minimum hand and a misfit in major suits. I have a question. Looking at the first 2 boards, the initial bids were very similar. You opened a major and rebid it while Zoran bid the other major and later rebid 2NT. No doubt the 2NT bid is best option for hand #2. But for hand #1, Zoran had a singleton in you major. Does bidding 2NT tends to show a balanced hand, therefore 2 card support in hearts? Did you expect the 2 card support in hearts? An alternative as was done at our table was to bid 3 diamonds instead of 2NT. This shows better the shape of the hand and the misfit in both major suits. What do you think of the 3 diamonds bid? Was it an option in your system? I doubt NT would have been a good contract with this misfit.
