Board#2: We won 8 imps on this board for 2 reasons. 1. poor bidding by opps in the open room. South rebid is clearly 2NT not 3 spades. 2. also in open room, an inspired lead by Binyamin who led with his club Ace allowing us to cash 3 quick tricks and put pressure on declarer who played badly thereafter. +8imps

Board#3: Very interesting preemptive 3NT bid by opps in open room.  What would you have done in West seat? Pass like I did, fearing that a 4 spades bid may shut out partner from a better bid. Or would you bid 4 spades, which would have been a reasonable bid? However, the responder jumped to 6 diamonds. What should East do with a fantastic 9 carder in hearts? On good defense, 6 hearts double would go down 4 and still yield 800 pts to opps vs 940 for the slam. -17imps Grrrr

Board#5: Again an inspired bid by Binyamin with an imperfect take-out double allowing me to show my spade suit. The opener failed to show his heart support and this I think was a terrific error which allowed us to steal the hand with 3 spades, down 1 for -50. While Zoran/Andrea bid and made game in the closed room.  

What do you think of Binyamin take-out double? Hard to disagree with the result though. +11 imps :) 

Board#6: I believe our teammates were right in bidding the NT game even though they went 3 down. Unlucky heart split. In open room, bidding was very cautious and opps had no problem making 3 diamonds. But this kind of cautious bidding may cost a lot at times too.  -8 imps

Board#8: In the open room Binyamin surprised me once more by raising to game my 1 heart opener with a hand that had 15HCPs. The shape was flat though and it was an 8 LTC. With his hand I would probably bid 1 spade to see my partner's rebid before jumping to game. What do you all think? In the other room, our opps got ambitious, and maybe this was the result of Andrea preempting and stealing bidding room from them...a brave preempt by Andrea at the 3rd level on a nice 6 card suit, not vulnerable. Not my style, but quite reasonable I think. I don't like the opp's 4NT bid with his flat hand. But I can hardly find a better bid. Can you? So congrats to Andrea for his bid that caused the opps to err.... + 11 imps

Board#9: White vs Red, Andrea decided to sacrifice, with 5 clubs in the closed room. Good double by opps, and normal down 2, for -300. Since 4 spades did not make, we got a bad result. These hands are always very hard to judge. I would appreciate further comments from you all. How do you judge to sacrifice or not in similar cases? Do you have any good advices to offer? -9 imps

Board#10: same 4S contract. Made easily in closed room when on the lead of heart Ace, East played a high card encouraging partner to continue the suit. This later gave Zoran a welcomed ruff and discard when West was hoping for East to ruff higher than dummy on leading a 3rd heart... 

In the open room, I chose to lead from an unbid suit and got lucky. What do you think was best bid here? +12imps

Board#13: After partner showed 18-19 bids with his rebid I just could not Pass with my weak 5. This is Imps after all and fortune smile on the audacious. I liked my 5 card minor, so it was an easy decision. Hard to understand how opps could settle for a meager 2 diamonds contract at this stage of the game while trailing.... They got what they deserved for being asleep!
